TN these days of tumult and shouting hare at home,
announcement of Russia's new form ot "demo-

cratic" government comes with special significance.
At least. Dictator Joseph Salln calls It "demo-

cratic" and the new Soviet constitution Just released
for adoption certainly bears a great many ear-
marks of democratic government.

There are, for Instance, provisions for two par-
liamentary bodies to be elected by secret vote of
the people; guarantees of equal suffrage, freedom
of speech and of the press, and promises of pro-
tection to small private property.

In the aggregate, of course, the Soviet consti-
tution offers a pretty heavily watered sort of democ-
racy. But It Is significant that Russia has gone
even this far toward a semblance of the American
constitutional structure.

There la Increasing evidence that eudden changes
In temperature arc harmful to health. Of course, a
child muet be protected against cold, and should be
suitably covered when it is taken out in cold weather.

On the other hand, during very hot daya or nights,
many babies Bleep better while wearing only a diaper
and flannelet, or cotton, gown.

There has been much discussion as to whether
babies should wear cotton, wool, silk ot rayon, or
mixture of these fabrics, lit general, cotton is not a
warm material, as it readily conducts, or carries off,
heat. It an beXsoiled or sterilized, however, without
damage. W

Wool Is a warm material because It Is a poor con-
ductor of heat. It Is sometimes more Irritating to the
skin than Is cotton, and Is usually more difficult to
wash. Wool must be cleaned with lukewarm water,
because boiling water and strong soaps harden and
otherwise harm lie fibers.

Silk is not a warm material, and some babies are
sensitive to it. Rayon is not warm, either, and must
h washed with the same care that is given wool or
ailk.
