gET In the Polish corridor is the small islsnd of the
Free city of Dnntsig, a port on the Baltic sea.

Since the world war it has been governed by an elective
senate and Volkstag with a lord high commissioner ap-
pointed by the league of nntlons. The corridor, which
is the strip of land Riving Poland an outlet to the sea,
separates the main body of Germany from East Prussls,also German. It has been an Iritant to n

relations ever since it was sot up. However Hitler, in
an attempt to compose trouble on his eastern frontier,msde a treaty with Poland which appeared to settle
the difficulties for a term of years, with Germany
acquiescing in the corridor arrangement.

As tho leaguo of nntions council meets again with
the erasing of sanctions and the graceful acceptanceof the conquest of Ethiopia by Italy as the chief busi-
ness of the session, Dnntslg adds its worries to the
others the league faces. The nasi president of the
senate in Dnntzig addressed the council snd ssid his
city wanted to be free from the protection of the leagueof rations, wanted to stand on its own. What la fesred
Is that Danish would promptly become an outpost of
Germany. Its population is preponderantly German:the nasi party is in power there which is sympatheticwith the Hitler rule. It would be eai for the nalis
then to proclaim the city as a part of the relch.
Whether this would reopen the corridor question is
doubtless what worries Poland and Europe. Russia
would have concern because Russia feels that Germanyis definitely planning an eastward thrust both as a
stroke agninst communism and as an opportunity for
land seizure.

Dantsig has a hltory of its own. It was developed
chiefly by Germsns. For a century and a half It was
ruled by the order of the Teutonic knights. It was longone of the most prosperous cities of the Hanseatie
league, that group of towns which fostered commerce
in the enrly modern times. After throwing off the rule
of tho Knights the city became free, but with Polish
protection. In 1703 It was coded to Russia but after
the Napoleonic wain it was restored to Prussia, remain-
ing a Prussian or Gorman city until 1020 when it waH
once, more created as a Free City. Politics and racial
loyalty now urge Its lenders to seek rolense from the
league of nations for closer affiliation with Gormnny.

creased by more than 32 per cent since 1929.

Aa If that were not enough, most of the great
nations have devalued their currency. When stabili-

sation comes, the world's gold will support far
more currency, ounce for ounce, than It supported
In 1929.

The result Is that the world probably will be able
to Issue at least twice as much money and credit,
on a gold base, as It was able to Issue at the height
of the 1929 boom.

- What does alt this forecast? Here's what the
London Economist says about It:

"There Is a greater unused supply of money, or
potential money, In existence now than ever before
In the history of mankind. The gold of the Incas
which Is supposed to have started the 18th century
inflation, the gold ot California after 1848, the gold
of the Rand in the 1890s all these were trifles
compared with the Increased supply of gold (meas-
ured by its monetary value) which has piled up in
the last five years."

The world in general, then, would seem to be in
for one of the most prodigious booms in its history,
A treat increase In the world's gold supply has
always, heretofore, been followed by a boom.

Can we not expect one now, with the gold supply
rising to a higher point than it has ever reached
before in all history T

")NE of the most active and
gressive, political leaders iti

United States history was Theo-
dore Roosevelt. Graduate of Har-
vard, lawyer, political reformer,
soldier, historian, naval executive,
naturalist, and big game hunter,
"T R.," as he was known, started
the 20th century with a notable
record for peace and progress.

After winning fame as "Rough
Rider" during the Spanish-Americ-

War, and following assassi-
nation of President McKinley, he
became president o the United
States. His success in bringing
about peace between Russia and
Japan, in 1905, brought him the
Nobel Prize for peace.

His disappointment at the reac-
tionary policy of his own party,
in 1912, caused him to organize
the Progressive party and run
again for the presidency. This
split the Republican party and
made possible the election of
Woodrow Wilson. Still active at
the beginning of the World War,
he sought to lead an American
regiment to France. In 1919, he
died at the age of 61, sore and

NAVY PEACE INSURANCE,

(WE of the odd things about a navy Is the fact
that the less It Is actually used, the more

valuable It Is to Its possessor.
This fact Is worth the attention of a nation

which, like the United Statea, Is spending hundreds
of millions ot dollars every year to put Its fleet In

hape. It as touched on briefly In a recent address
In Washington by Admiral William H. SUndley,
chief of naval operations.

"It through the existence ot the navy," re
marked the admiral, "we are spared the ordeal ot
war, and for generations the navy never fires a
gun In anger or Is engaged In battle I say to you
that no matter what It costs us. It Is cheap at the
price. Any amount ot fire Insurance premium la
cheaper than a fire."

The weather la a bit sultry these days for any
serious arguments over military policy. But the
navy la a deep-wat- Institution, and It goea where
there are cool and salty breetos, so perhaps the
current heat wave makes It a timely subject.

And It must be said that even It one does not
go all the way with Admiral Standley In his con-

ception of a navy aa a there still
ia a great deal In what ha says.

A navy's chief value la as a threat rather than
an actual weapon. If the other fellow knows you
have ono, and knows that It can take care of any
fuss that may develop in Its own waters, he Is not
apt to come around and pick a quarrel.

And because of the Inescapable geographical
fact that any nation which plans to Invade, oppress,
or otherwise bedevil the United States has to come
by water, the American navy does In fact represent
the kind of fire Insurance that Admiral Standley
mentions.

For our navy does not merely Insure us against
Invasion; it makes It certain as anything can be
certain In this chancy world that no Invasion of
our ahores will even be attempted.

That is .vhy those great gray ships of ours, so
expensive, so cleverly devised for grim combat,

erve their purpose best of all when there Is no
enemy on the horlion.

Now It Is perfectly possible, of course, for us to
misuse the power that they represent. We could
get ourselves Into a war In Asia or in Europe, send
our fleet far afield, and use It for purposes not
strictly connected with defense ot our own shores.

But we needn't If we play our cards carefully.
We never will, If we once learn the lesson that our

avy Is built for peace ralher tsn for war.
The longer our navy exists In the piping times

of peace, the better is it proving that It Is worth
what It costs.

NOTORIOUSLY, little children frequently are sub-
jected to cuts, bruises, hums, and similar injuriesof the skin, which carry with them the poasihility of

infection. In such casoa tho first aid given at home
is of greatest Importance in preventing secondary in-
fection or dnngerous complications. .

Whenever germs got into tho body ami begin to
release their poisonous products, the human being mayreact with fever ami chills and usually with an in-

creased number of white hlood cells.
In a severe infection there is swelling and reduces

of the part, as well as pnin mul tenderness. However,
if suitable first aid trentmcut is given promptly, there
is no reason for occurrence of a general reaction af-

fecting the body,

A great ninny different nntiscptic' substances are
available for uo in first aid for children. The child
may object seriously to use of any antiseptic snbstonoe
which burns on application. For this reason many in-
fants refuse to hnie cuts or infections psintcd with
tincture of iodine.

Among other first aid antisrpllce which have been
found of value are more urochronic and metnphen, as
well as a solution of Iteiylrrsorcinol. From the pointof view of antiseptic efficiency, iodine usually Is be-
lieved to be safer than any of the others, hut all have
been found to have virtue, particularly as they are
applied to human tissue.

K.ffocts on the human body are not quite the same
ss the results shown by comparative tests of various
antiseptics made with grrms in a tnt lube.

Danger to fingernails, from being mashed or caught
In a door, also is worthy of attention. Infection under,
nenth the fingernail, or destruction of the matrix from
which the fingernail grows, may result In sufficient
damage to the nail plate to produce a crooked finger-nail for the rest of tho person's life.

If a doctor is called to see a patient having n finger-nail under which there is infection, he will likelv bore
a hole Ihronsh the nail to permit the Infection to escape,or else cut away that portion of the nail which ia
over the infection.

After the infected material Is removed, hot fomen-
tation and hot antiseptics may be applied until the

clears up completely. Then the fingernail will
grow again and recutery will he complete.

Ordinarily small bruises hardly demand mors than
a casual amount of attention and eare, sine the hlood
and the natural mechanism of the bodv are able to
bring about healing.
