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Although it never rains in Limn,
yet during the dry scason of the
Sierra, Peru's winter (June to No-
vember), the capital s enveloped
in mist. For days and even weeks
the sun Is (nvisible, and a vapor-
ous mist makes the sidewalks
slippery and pasty, and so perm-
eates the air that the sheets on
one's bed are “chill and damp
Bones ache and neuralgia walks
the streets; the permeating mist
not infrequently forming itself in.
to minute drops, when it is called
garua. For the rest of the year
Lima is bathed in brilliant trop-
jcal sunshine, yet saved from ox-
cesalve heat by the jey waters of
the Rimae River on the east, and
the close proximity of the Pacific
Oceitn on the west,

The people of Lima cannot fai)
to nttract the traveler. They form
by far the most cultivated and
tolerant community in Peru. In-
deed, Lima ls the Mecca of the
republic. gnd n vislt in one of its
favored homes imparts a certain
soclal standing, Talent, beauty,
and pgenerosity mingle in _the
homes where g foreigner isoon
tertiined. Handsome gentlemen of
distingue AppeArance can  con-
verae with equal freedom in Eng-
ligh, French, or Spanish, The belles
of the city wear the latest Paris
fashions with as much grace and
elegance as any of Burope's falr-
est. Indeed the attractions of the
Limena are unlque. She has not
the natural ruddy grace of the
country girl, but the fascination
of a pale olive face, luxurinnt
black halr, and large luminous
eyes. She is witty, vivacious, and
graceful: can converse with com-
parative ease in several lan-
guages; |s essentially womanly,
and devoted at the same time to
religion and to worldly amuse-
ments — ltke  Pope's  inimitabl
heroine, bestowing equal care up
on “puffs, powders, patches, bibles,
and billet-doux."

NE is glad to turn from the
O glaring sunshine of Limn
strects to the quiet sanctuarie:
where kneel In sombor hlack the
benuties whose Parisian ~own wit!
be the envy of all on the Paser
Caolon a few hours later in the
day.

We are in the Church of Ow
Lady of Merey, conscious only o
beauty anid rest. Crimson velvel
hangings ornament Lhe whol
building, and before the red cur-
tain velling the chancel a Virgin
stands above an improvised altar
The purity of her lovely figure
the spotless altar, amd  whit
priestly robes, for a  colorful
eandle-lit seene which Is unearth-
ly as it appears through nscending
clouds of incense: while above it
all a shining cross stands out
againat the erimson curtains.

Suddenly, a bell rings and all
in the congregation drop upon

their knees, while incenege rises
afresh. and through {is misly
white wreaths we sep the Host

elevated. Music commoenges from
the organ loft, and the choir
chants, its oft-repeated appeal
“Holy Mary. Mother of God, pray
for us sinners now and in the
hour of death!™

Although the days nre past when
the wealth and Importance of
Lima were unrivalled in South
America. the tone of the capital
is still noticeably aristocratic.
Here is no mad rush for wealth
no sacrifice of beauty and joy for
commerce-no restless, over-en-
ergetic. manufacturing city, De-
troit and Chicago are of later
growth, but Lima walches their
turmoil with royal assumption,
Her combination of the graces of
the past with the attainments of
the present I8 unigue

The City of the Kings has fallen;
only such relics as the bones of
Pizarro, the house of the Viceroys,
and the Inquisition bullding, re-
main to witneks to its former
greatness. But Lima I 4 phoenix
city. It Is rising from the ashes of
the past—young, yet refined by
the experience of nge: brilliant
yvet heautiful bhecause touches by
the spirit of days that are no
mare.

It wna only 22 years from the
time that Pizarro and Almugro

figured in its founding

The capital is now & typical

South American city—tlat, low,
extensive, bright, and pretty. It Ia
seen at its best when the summer
sunshine floods the great plaza
and the long strects which inter-
sett at right angles. 'The city is
clean and elegant: fNowers und
tropieal trees abound; and it
aquares and pascos — piarks or
avenues where It {5 faghlonuble to
promenade—nre glamorously at-
tractive. A brilliant population,
foreign stores, Imposing chirches,
perfect streets, and an up-to-date
clectrie car svstom, make It most’
pleasing, indeod a Limenn sayving
goes: “It were possible to die of
hunger in Lima, but not leave it."
