Brown's parents brought him
from Wisconsin to Oregon City
when he was a boy. After gradu-
ating as a teacher from San Jose,
Calif. normal, he went to Burns,
Ore., but decided to enter the live-
stock business when he was 27
years old.

When livestock prices were low,
he lald the foundation for his em-
pire by buying 4,000 horses at $3
a head. A few months later he
sold them for $100 a head.

He regrets that he never mar-
ried, msserting that he “was kept
too busy to think of love."
