Warning against deceptive prac-
tices in packing of peaches was is-

sued recently by Frank McKen-no-n,

chief of the division of plant
industry of the state department
of agriculture. Karl F. Dehlinger,
district representative, released
the warning locally.

Present regulations stipulate that
every container must be well fill-

ed which is interpreted to mean
that the open container pack must
be as full as possible without
bruising contents when the boxes
are stacked.

Containers not so packed vio-

late the state law and were re-

cently condemned at the peach
growers' hearings for a market-
ing agreement. The growers asked
for a minimum weight of 48 pounds
per container.

However, the department can-

not set up definite weights without
first making investigations and
conducting a hearing and this ma-
