Discussing the war in the Pa-
gific, he said “the period of our
defensive attrition" in the area
‘was passing. ¢

“Now our alm Is to force the
Japanese to fight" he said. “Last
year we slopped them. This year,
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we intend to advance.”

He reported that Americans
serving in the armed forces over-
seas now total approximately
1,500,000 out of 7,000,000 in serv-
I

ce,

Turning to the American pro-
ductive effort in 1042, the presi-
dent sald the results justified the
confldence in the ability of the
American people to establish new
records.

Explaining the goals he origin-
ally set for 1042 were altered—
some upward, others downward—
he cited these 1942 figures:

“About 48,000 military planes

during the year—more than the
sirplane production of Germany,
Taly and Japan put together.”

“56,000 combat vehicles, in-
cluding tanks and self-propelled

artlillery.

“g70,000 machine guns and

21,000 sntitank guns,
+10,250,000,000 roumnds of

small ammunition and 181,000,-

000 rounds of artillery ammuni-

He cited the production record
ns digproving certain misconcep~
tions—"especially the one that
holds that the wvarious blocs or
groups within a free country can-
not forego their political and
economie differences In time of
erisis and work logether toward a
commeon goal."

Emphasizing the need for a
proper “sense of proportion” in
viewing the war and [ts needs, Mr.
Roosevelt sald, “we should never
:or;’ut the things we are fighting
or.'

“But,” he added, “at this crit-

{eal period of the war, wa should
confine ourselves to the larger
objectives and not get hogged
down In argument over methods
and detalls.”

From the days of the first world
war to the beginning of the pres-
ent war, he sald, "we wera not
llving under a decent or a durable |
peace.” - :

Things must be different this|
time, he sald, The men of the
armed forces “want a lasting
peace, and, equally, they want
permanent employment for them-
gelves, thelr families and their
nelghbors when they are mustered
out at the end of the war he
added.

“They expect the opportunity to
work, to run their farms, their
slores o earn decent wages' he
gald. "They unre eager to face the
rlaks fnherent In our system of
free enterprise.”

Mr, Roosevelt sald he hoped
the problem of granting !"the right
of employment and the right of
assurance sgainst life's hazards”
would not be regarded “as an
{ssue but rather as a tagk" for all
to approach “sympathetically” and
achisve “with fairness to all and
with injustice to none."

the president said that “this great
