Tonight, should you Inok into
the blue starry sky and see em-
blazoned high on its wall a flam-
ing “V," would you feel that hea-
ven was surely giving us a token
regarding the outcome of the pres-

ent world confusion? You are nnt|

apt to be startied by any such
glaring symbol, yet this very lel-
ter is now written on the western
evening sky, bul in n form grace-
ful and unpretentious, Its light
will not aitract the attention of

Tonight our victory symbol
be high above the western horizon
and standing upright. The light of
the full moon will dim the fainter
stars somewhat, yet if the air Is
very clear there should be no trou-
ble tracing it. By the middle _nt
the week the moon will not rise
until late, =o this sky letter may
be seen in all its glory, It will

The general inaugurated his new
jobh by recapturing the oasis town
of Gafsa, and drove on twelve
miles to the southeast, He thus
italicized  the two-fisted part of
his eolorful if somewhat inelegant
nickname but not the “blood."

Gafsa Is highly important, espe-
cially as regards any project for
driving a wedge between Rommel
and Von Arnim, This oasis not
only is the greenest and most
fruitful little Garden of Eden in
all Barbary, but it iz the strategic
point of the central allled front.
It was the anchor of American
troops before they were forced to
withdraw on February 186. |

Now If you will look at those
maps I'm always harping on, you'll
see thal Gafsa, long a military
post, is the hub of a network of
strategie highways leading out of
that mountainous region, It also
lies on the railroad which runs to |
Sfax, one of Rommel's chief sup-
ply ports, 130 miles to the east.

One would expect Gafsa to play
a highly important part in driving
a wedge through the axis defenses.
Other allied troops to the north-
west would cooperate in this op-
eration. The wedge would be
thrust through to the coast, be-
tween Sfax and its sister port of
Sousse directly north,

The axis is holding some very
powerful positions. However, much [
of this sirength is massed at the|
extreme ends of Tunisia, like the
knobs on a long-handled dumb- |
bell. Von Arnim is in the far north !
by Bizerte and Tunis, while Rom-
mel is facing Monigomery with
the British Eighth Army way
down near the southern border on |
the great Mareth line of fortifi-|
cations, |

In between these giant knobs is
a stretch of close to 300 miles of
coastal belt which is vulnerable,
The axis is said {o have some 250,-
000 troops In Tunisia, and while
that force would be formidable |
when massed, or even divided be-
tween two places, it certainly is
far from sufficient to defend the
iength and breadth of Tunisia.

The allled strategy likely will
alm at segregating the two main
axies forces at either end of the
country, and then annihilating
| them.
