ATLANTIC CITY, N.J—M—
The United Nutions relief and re-
habilitation administration will
send life-saving teams of doctors
and nurses into Europe behind
the armies to fight disease and
starvation, Dr.' Thomss FParran,
surgeon general of the U.S. public
health service, said.

Chalrman of UNRA's commis-
slon on medical care for civillans
{n war zones, Dr, Parran sald at
a press conference thal reporis
gathered from France and Poland
indicated the UNRRA must move
rapidly to prevent a world-wide
spread of epldemics. Typhus and
tuberculosis already nre
thousands of lives, he said.

Dr. Parran sald that to mccom-
plish its task UNRRA would have
a chief medical officer, a staff of
doctors and techniclans gathered
trom all the nations and stocks of
medical supplies which already are
being assembled,

Personnel uniis which can care
for groups of 10,000 people will
move Into any area where needed,

Dr. Parran sald the entire prob-
lem would be complicated by an
estimated 21,000,000 persons who
will be mnxious to return to their
homes in the greatest migration
in the history of the world, Under
UNRRA plans, he sald, these peo-
ple will be funneled through cen-
ters where they will receive food,
be checked for contagious disease,
be vaccinnted and quarantined, if
need be,

Before Dr, Parran revenled the
plans to counteract disease, a high
source sald that it had been decid-
ed that title to the relief supplies
would pass, at the post of entry,
Into the hands of whatever exist-
ing govérnment controls the ter-
ritory.
