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CHICAGO "The current trend
oi discussion or 'miracle' or
revolutionary homes will not ma
tcrialize in the early postwar
period," Abner H. Ferguson, com-
missioner of federal housing ad-

ministration, says in ' a signed
article in the August issue of
American Builder, authoritative
journal of the home building in.
dustry. The balance of his state,
ment follows:

"The public should be informed
that the house of tomorrow will
be the house of yesterday with
more features, conveniences and
economies.

"This does not.mean that home
construction and home equipment
will not continue their march of
progress through improvement
ana refinement. But it does mean
that drastic and revolutionary pre-
dictions of the effects of the lat
est scientific development will not
be visible in every-da- y living im.
mediately that construction be.
comes the prevailing order of the
day.

"Certainly there are new tech.
piques, new materials, new de.
signs in the offing. There always
have been and always will be. But
these must first find wide market
acceptance through gradual proof
of their utility, durability and
lower cost Also, until market.
ability has been established large
scale production, which is the
most potent force in lowering costs
to the consumer, will be neces-

sarily limited. There will have to
be a period of trial and error un-

til eventually the new and untried
materials and techniques find
their own broad channels of ef-- I
fective usefulness.

"When they do, but not until
then, the FHA will be glad to con-

sider them in connection with its
. long-ter- m mortgage insurance

program. It would be obviously
silly to insure a 20 to 25 year
mortgage on a house constructed
by some method or of some

about which there is even
a degree of doubt that It will last
at least as long as the mortgage
indebtedness. Likewise it would
be foolish to recognize in the val-
uation of the property equipment
of doubtful efficiency and useful-
ness or costing all out of propor-
tion to the type of structure in
which it is installed.

"But even aside from FHA's
Insurance policies and aside from
the fact that people with money
to spend will be looking for lm
proved housing conditions in the
postwar period, there Is such a

thing as custom and tradition in
this country, and nowhere is this
more pronounced than in the
houses people live in. These may
vary from section to section, but
they have been gradually develop-
ed in response to the needs of
their occupants and I do not be-

lieve that they will be drastically
changed within a short space of
time.

I "Furthermore, change takes
time, and when people need and
demand shelter and have the
money to pay for it, they are not
going to sit back and wait for
several years while industry tests
and perfects its projected new
materials and methods of produc-
ing houses and what goes Into
them."
