To deprive the custle of Snow
White, the Queen orders her death
ut the hands of the palace hunts-
man, The hunter finds himself |
unable to commit the deed, and
warns Snow White she must run
away into the forest and never
return. So Snow White goes, and
discovers the world where animals
and birds live, unafrald because
there Is nothing more dangerous
—0r more lovely—than flowers
and trees. They become friends
and together—the girl, rabbits, |
deer, turtles, and birds—dlscover |
the home of the dwarfs who are |
%o busy working that they have
no time to clean house,

At this point "Snow White” rises
to the level of the comic mn!!er-l
piece that it Is; A curious little
chipmunk wipes the dirty win-
dowglass and peery into the topsy-
turvy cottage. The uninvited |
guests enter., House cleaning be-,
gins, with Bnow White in charge,
The squirrels use their tuils up
brooms, sweeping some of the dust
under the rugs, The birds hang
clothes on the line. Everybody
helps, pumping water, stacking
dishes, And the droll tortoise
pven lends his corrugated under-
side for a washbourd!

Far away In the woods, lhe
dwarfs are completing their work
in the mine of preclous (and oc-
caslonnlly counterfell!) gems, With
gimpy little Dopey kile-tailing
anto the resr of thelr string, they
file happlly home, singing, "Helgh
ho, helith ho, It's home from work
we go." There's an echo of “The
Three Beurs” here as they discov-
er, first, the sanitary reurrange-
ments of the interloper and her
friendy and then, when Indignation
has renched its peak, the Inter-s
loper herselt—asleop,
