Teacher Counsels

Polio Safeguards
Citing an article in Time maga-

zine this week, which begins "The
worst infantile paralysis outbreak
since 1916 gripped the U. S. last
week," Miss Marie Tinker, Eugene
teachti, Friday offered precau-
tionary suggestions to guard
agHinsl the disease in local schools
tliis fall. Physical fitness of the
school cnlld was keynote of
her statement,

"There are a good many cases
in the state and some in our own
community, although Oregon is
not one of the states hardest hit
yet," she said. "People, including
many children, are traveling a

great deal from state to state and
so it is reasonable to think that
there will be an epidemic In the
west, unless some steps are taken
to prevent It."

Continuing, she said:
"A month from now the open-

ing of school will bring children
together in large groups. As a
teacher in Eugene, I am deeply
concerned lest a situation similar
to the one we faced last fall, or
worse, exist, in our schools. Be-

cause of my concern, I venture to
make a few suggestions to par-
ents, which, if followed now,
these next few weeks, might be
of value.

"It is of great Importance that
your child come to school as near-

ly physically fit as possible. If
lie is underweight or anemic, or
tires easily it would be well to
have a doctor check him over and
plan wilh you a "resistance to di-

sease" program. Now is the time,
also, as far as medical and dental
services are possible, to have vi-

sion, hearing and dental defects
cared for. At least make appoint-
ments for early fall.

"Summertime meals are apt to
not be carefully planned and
served regularly, yet if your child
Is to maintain a sturdy physique,
such planning is of the greatest
Importance. Plenty of fruit Juice
and milk, should be included.

"Doctors are stressing the im-

portance ot rest, Days of work in
the bean patch or orchard will
not hurt a physically fit child if

he spends the remaining hours in
relaxation and getting long hours
ol unbroken sloop.

"If your child takes a lunch
to work or picnic see that he has
his own drinking cup and ask him
not to exchange food (a popular
custom) with his friends.

"If, by chance, when the Open-

ing day of school arrives, your
child is not feeling well, has ny
possible symptoms of polio, won't
you please keep him at home, no
matter how eager he Is to share
the excitement of school opening?
No teacher has time, the first few
days of school, to check very
thoroughly, the health status ot
children.

"It seems reasonable that all
children who are in homes where
cases of polio exist should be) kept
away from other children. Until
we know more definitely than w
do now, how the disease is spread.
it is better to be overcautious man
careless. Library and school books,
that will be handled by others,
should be withheld from homes
where polio exists.

"Now is the time to keep chil-

dren from congregating In large
groups. One day this weeK cnu-die- n

were lined up two or three
abreast for nearly a block waiting
for the afternoon show to begin.
Maybe such situations cannot be
avoided, but maybe they can.

"In the Oregonlan for Aug. 16,
are some other suggestions ol im-
