Nazis Increase

Strength In Italy
ROME, Jan. 23 - Field Mar-th- ai

Albert Kesselring's army of
Italy was reported today to have
risen to 28 divisions, its greatest
strength since last spring.

Patrols of the allied Sth and 8th
armies were active along the en-

tire front In bitterly cold weather,
probing enemy positions.

(This dispatch, passed through
censorship, did not state where

Kesselring had obtained additional
men for the front, but it is possible
they were transferred from garri-so- n

duty In northern Italy. The
German force previously was re-

ported to total 25 divisions.)
The patrols engaged in several

battles, particularly in the snow-
bound mountains southeast of Bo-

logna.
American troops stabbing north-

ward near Highway 64 occupied a

ridge a half mile north of Colle
Termine, just east of the highway
and IS miles from Bologna.
