Fox Hollow voted 8 to
2 for consolidation and LcBleu's
vote was 7 to 0 for the plan. The
people of Twin Oaks district, No.
16, rejected the proposal for con-
solidation with the other two. The
figures on the vote were not
available.

emy planes claimed on a single
mission of the sky giants. The

to crack down on the Japanese

The daylight mission against
Industrial targets In the capital
of Nippon Involving perhaps 60
superforts fended off "heavy
enemy fighter opposition on the
way to the target."

The Tokyo raiders claimed 31

Japanese planes destroyed, 10
probably destroyed and 34 others
damaged. Bombing was through
broken clouds but with "gener-
ally good results" on this seventh
mass attack against the city's
war targets.
