NEW YORK, Jan. 21 fAP) The stock
market today suffered its worst stum-
ble In more than a month as bearishness
over the steel strike and other labor
controversies caused selling of metals,
motors and other leaders. Bonds gen-
erally backed water.

Dealings' slackened appreciably after ft
moderately fast opening when blocks of
1,000 to 15,000 shares changed hands on
the downside. Extreme declines to 1 to
8 points or so wore reduced In most
cases near the close. Turnover of around
1,700,000 shares was the smallest for a
full session In two weeks.

The market was on basis to-

day for the first time as the federal re-

serve boost of margins to 10O per cent
became effective. This, brokers suggest-
ed, contributed to the "thinness" of
numerous plvotals through the "freezing"
of accounts. The president's message to
congress accentuated Wall Street's infla-
tion psychology but, on the whole, seem-
ed to bring few market repercussions.
