FBI Discussed

Mr. Pennington {alked upon the
Federal Bureau of Investigation,
telling how closely it is organized
from the desk to the director, J.
Edgar Hoover, in Washington, D.
C., so that he can at any time
contact any one of the four-thous-
and-or-so agents In any part of
the country within a period of ten
or fifteen minutes. Maps on the
wall show the location of each
man, and a teletype which con-
nects with every fleld office is
avallable, by which agents may be
summoned. Fifty-seven fleld of-
fices are located in stratagic large
citles of the nation, Agents are
required to report to fiald offices
every two hours, and must at all
times keep the office informed of
their whereabouts, If ona enters
a theater, he leaves his name, lo-
cation of his wseat, etc, at the
box office; 1f ha boards a train,
the name of the train, the num=-
ber of the car and of his seat, as
well as his destination, must be
on file at his field office head-
quarters, where such data is kept
in a card index.

The front page of every ftele-
phone directory in every city of
the United States, the speaker re-
marked, carries directions on how
to contact the FBL
