Comstock Cemetery
To Be Restored

An appeal for help in preserv
ing one of Oregon's oldest pioneer
cemeteries hns been received from
the Comstock or Curtin commun
ity, midway between Cottage
Grove and Drain, on the edge of
Lane County. The letter follows:

"High on a hill, just a couple
miles from the north line of Doug-
las County, just a little southeast
of Highway 99, and plainly to be
seen from that busy road, lies a
p'eaceful little cemetery called the
Comstock Cemetery.' " The earl
iest pioneers buried their dead
there, in the plot donated from
hts farm by Charley Lawrence.
There lies a veteran of the Chero
kee war, in company with many
prominent and well known early
settlers.

It was never commercialized.
No charge was made for graves. It
was well kept up by neighbors.
Now our young men have been
away at war, the older ones have
been worked so long and hard,
that no work has been done in re-

cent years. The fence is in bad'
shape, and stock pasture among
the monuments. So a meeting was
called March 10. and an associa
tion formed to build a good fence,
fix the road, etc.

First a day of voluntary labor is
to be set aside as soon- as the
weather is settled, and what can
not be accomplished then will I

have to be hired. Though not
many were present, $138 was do-

nated, and it is hoped and ex
pected that all those whose dead I

lie in this place will contribute
liberally.
