After an absence of nearly a

year, Venus has recently returned
to the evening sky. Many will re-

member the splendor of this bright
planet during the Christmas sea-

son of 1944, when its brilliance
seemed to vie with the combined
light of all the starry hosts. In
the deepening twilight, this ra-

diant object may now again be
seen well up in the west.
Venus Becomes Brighter

As spring advances, Venus will
become brighter, appear higher in
the twilight sky and farther to-

ward the north.
' Late in May, it

will set well toward the north-

west.
By early August it will again be

setting almost due west; and in
leaving the evening sky for ano-

ther absence of many months will
appear in the southwest.

Jupiter, the largest of all the
planets, is now rising slightly
south of east shortly after sunset.
Its brilliance surpasses that of any
other star-li- ke object in the sky
with the exception of Venus. Ju-

piter's lack of twinkling when near
the horizon shows definitely that
it is not a true star.
Mars, Saturn High v

Mars and. Saturn, still near
each other, are now very high in
the twilight sky somewhat south
of the zenith. As during the past
several-months- , they are still trac-

ing various figures with the near-

by bright stars, Castor and Pollux.
During this coming week, these
four will form a varicolored, but
somewhat awkward, letter L.

Yellow-whi- te Castor, the dim-
mest of the four, will be at the top
of the L; orange Pollux, somewhat
brighter, lower down; and red
Mars, still brighter, at the bend
of the letter. At the right tip of
the L, yellow Saturn, the most
luminous of all, will complete the
figure.
"h" Becomes Deformed

It will be interesting to watch
the movement of Mars from night
to night. Within two weeks our
letter L will be considerably de-

formed; a few weeks later, com-

pletely indistinguishable. Castor
and Pollux are very distant suns
of extremely high temperature;
not planets, relatively nearby and
cool.

The apparent luminosities of the
planets under discussion give us
no certain data regarding their
comparative sizes. The brilliances
as we see them depend upon se-

veral factors: actual size, distance
from both the sun and earth, sur-
face reflection, etc.
