Opportunity for veterans of the
Navy, Marines and Coast Guard
to enlist in the new Regular Army
in a grade commensurate With
their training and experience was
announced Tuesday by Master Set.
Raymond W. Anderson, in charge
of the Eugene office, Army Re-

cruiting.
Sgt Anderson stated that the

many men who have received
their discharges from the Navy or
Coast Guard and have not

because they want to stay

According to this latest War

Department directive, former
members of the Navy, Marine
