Trim
off ragged edges with scissors or sharp knife,
leaving margin. (Make fluted edge
by placing left forefinger against inside of
pastry rim and pinching outside with rips
of right thumb and forefinger.) Chill. Add
chilled filling and bake (according to recipe
directions).
