Ben Hogan Tops
National Open

‘Mighty Mite’ Two
Strokes Over Demaret

LOS ANGELES, June 12—U.A—
Diminutive Ben Hogan, the might-
jest mite of them all, fought off
the challenge of the pack with a
stirring two-under-par final round
to capture the 48th National Open
Golf championship with a record-
shattering 72-hole score of 276.

The smiling Jimmy Demaret put
up a brilliant scrap with final
rounds of 68 and 86, but he fought
a losing battle to the eold and cal-
culated play of the methodical
Hogan. Demaret’s total score was
278.

The victory gave the 36-year-old
Hogan a clean sweep of his major
competition for 1848, He won the
PGA crown a month ago and this
win made him the second man in
history ever to capture both the
open and PGA crowns the same
year,

The other was Gene Sarazen,
who turned the trick in 1822, Ho-
gan's brilliant total aslso eclipsed
the former open mark for the dis-
tance of 281 strokes—set by Ralph
Guldahl in 1837. And the remark-
able thing about it was the fact
that it was achieved over the long-

lest course ever used for the open

fournament—the 7020-yard Ri~
viera Country Club,

Bronzed Jim Turnesa, member
of a famous golfing family, fin-
ished in third place with a 280 to-
tal, with Bobby Locke, South Af-
rica's golden boy, next in line with
a 282.

In the 289 bracket were Harold
“Jug" McSpaden of New York;
and Charles “Chuck” Congdon,
Tacoma, Wash.

Meanwhile, Snead made one of
his notorious poor finishes Satur-
day with rounds of 73-72 and &
fifth-place score of 283.

The brilliant little Texas shot-
maker now plaving out of Her-
shey, Pa., put together successive
rounds of 67-72-68-69 to win the
crown by two strokes over the
hotly-pursuing gsllery favorite,
Demaret.
