The FBI reports 27 to 30 million young

people in the United States today who are re-

ceiving no religious instruction in the home.

We are already beginning to reap the awful
harvest of lawlessness, broken homes and
moral decay. All of the awful sacrifice in the
battles of the last war can not compensate
for this internal decay which is destroying
the very moral fibre of the nation.

The greatest need in America today is for
a return to God and the Bible in the home.
We can best express this need in quoting
again from the words of Mr. J. Edgar Hoover
who said in a recent radio broadcast, "If
there is hope for the future of America, if

there is to be peace and happiness in our
homes, then we as a nation must return to
God and to the practice of daily family
prayer. Can we have internal peace without
morality? Can we build home without God,
or have worthy parents who do not know
and practice His teachings? Our nation is

sadly in need of a rebirth of the simple life
a return to the days when God was a part
of every household, when families arose in
the morning with a prayer on their lips, and
ended the day by gathering together to place
themselves in His care. My hope for the fu-

THE HOME AND THE NATION

The homes of a nation constitute the

greatest molding influence in shaping the
future destiny of that nation, and that in-

fluence is a potential for either good or evil.

When the influence of the home is truly
godly, it produces emotional stability, poise,
character and integrity: those priceless in-

gredients which neither wealth, power nor
technical progress can buy or produce, and
without which the nation must perish.

When the influence of the home is indif-

ferent as regards spiritual verities, even

though it be luxurious and cultured, it sur-

renders its unique privilege in shaping the

destiny of the nation to outside influences

which are, unfortunately, predominately
godless and evil.

The godless home, whether wealthy or

poor, cultured or ignorant, is, in the words of
J. Edgar Hoover, FBI director, "an inviting
breeding ground for moral decay and crime."

Man is a spiritual being, created in the

image of God, and any system which would

deprive him of the normal development of

the spiritual capacities of his nature most

lurely ends in frustration, moral decay and
eventual catastrophe, whether in the individ-

ual or the nation.
Too often in our country today the in-

fluence of the home on the spiritual level is
indifferent or downright godless. Innumer-
able people say, "I aim to be broadminded
and let my children choose their own re-

ligion." This is usually not broadmindedness,
but rather indifference and lack of conviction
sufficient to cause the parents to take any
spiritual leadership with the children. The
