Steel and Soviet Power
(From the Washington Evening Star)

In the current issue of "Steelways, a bi-

monthly published by the American Iron

and Steel Institute, there is a neatly arranged
get of comparative figures that ought to be

kept in mind by anybody who undertakes
the hazardous task of trying to evaluate er

vis-a-v- is the power of the United

States.
The first group of these figures which are

not new but which have received insufficient

public attention covers the goals set by
Generalissimo Stalin for the amount of el

production he wants the Russians

to achieve by 1950. The goals are as follows:

Iron ore,, 40,000,000 tons; coke 30,000,000 tons;

pig iron, 19,500000 tons, and steel, 25,400,000

tons.
In relation to American production, these

objectives are Lilliputian. Indeed, nearly all

of them were exceeded in this country as

far back as 35 years ago. At that time we

produced 60,600,000 tons of iron ore, 47,000,-00- 0

tons of coke, 31,500,000 tons of pig iron,
and 25,200,000 tons of steel. In short, in 1913,

we had already achieved considerably more
than the Russians are supposed to achieve by
1950.

As for our current output, it dwarfs the

tary security or wage war in the era of the
atom and supersonic flight.

Of course, it would be reckless in the ex-

treme to take a complacent view of the com-

parative American-Sovi- et figures and con-

clude from them that Russia would be a

pushover in case of war. Prudence suggests,
for one thing, that we reckon with the pos-

sibility of phony Kremlin statistics designed
to lull us into a false sense of security. Above

all, it is important to remember that the
Stalin dictatorship runs the U. S. S. R. on the
basis of a economy. That
is to say that while we channel the bulk of
our steel into consumer goods, the Russians
do without such goods (and hence have one
of the lowest living standards in the world)
because most of their steel goes into military
production.

Such reservations to one side, however,
the fact remains that our output is vastly
greater than Russia's. Moreover, coupled
with the actual and potential production of
the Ruhr, of Britain and of France,, it gives
to the free western world a power resource

overwhelmingly superior to that of the Sov-

iet empire. In the recent war, the Red Army,
despite its immense size and courage, might
have gone down had it not been for our lend-leas- e

aid. If it could not equip itself ade-

quately then, would Russian's present steel

capacity be enough to support it if the men
of the Kremlin forced an armed conflict on
a coalitio nof the West?

To ask this question is not to dispute the
fact that it would be dangerous to underes-
timate Soviet power. It is merely to suggest
that we ought not to overestimate it, either.
For we can hypnotize ourselves into perilous
inaction or vacillation in dealing with chal-

lenges like the one in Berlin if we buld up
a knd of myth about the strength of the Rus-

sians. That strength conceivably may equal
ours by the end of the century, but as far as
the immediate future is concerned, it sim-

ply is not comparable to what can be arrayed
against it.

Looked at in this light, the Iron Curtain,
far from being a symbol of great and for-

bidding power, seems more a sign of wea-
knessa thing designed to cover up industrial
deficiencies and lack of popular support. At
any rate, as the steel figures indicate, we
ought not to be overimpressed or intimidated
by the threatening tyranny entrenched be-

hind it.
