A great man has come to America, made
a couple of addresses on Goethe at a little
town in the mountains of Colorado, and sail-

ed away again to Africa. Newspapers and
church periodicals have published columns
about this man who was unknown to mil-

lions two weeks ago, in spite of the fact that
his name has been listed among the ten
greatest men living today. Time Magazine
put his picture on its cover and devoted sev-

eral pages to an account of his life.
Albert Schweitzer has long been consid- -

ered the greatest authority on Goethe and
the U. S. Bicentennial Foundation wanted
him as speaker for the celebration at Aspen,
Colorado. Unmoved by the honor, or the op-

portunity to visit America, Schweitzer con-

sented because of the needs of his hospital
in the heart of Africa.

Dr. Schweitzer is an outstanding theolo-

gian, and the author of numerous books; he
is also an organist whose mastery of Bach
has put him in the top rank of the world's
musicians. These are not the things, howev-

er, which make him one of the world's

greatest men.
First and foremost Albert Schweitzer

is a medical missionary. Since 1913 he has

given his life to the people of Africa.
There as lie has lived and studied the
Christian life he has given to Christendom
an example and challenge which is

Our Common Liability
The answer to the question which re-

porters asked Dr. Albert Schweitzer is to be
found in his book, "On the Edge of the Pri-

meval Forest." In these few paragraphs we
see clearly the deep sense of duty and ob-

ligation which motivates that great soul.
"We civilized people have been spoilt.

If any one of us is ill the doctor comes at
once. If an operation is necessary, the door
of some hospital or other opens to us imme-

diately. But let every one reflect on the
meaning of the fact that out here (Africa)
millions and millions live without help or
hope of it. Every day thousands and thou-

sands endure the most terrible sufferings
though medical science could avert them.
Every day there prevails in many and many
a far-o- ff hut a despair which we could ban-

ish.
"Believing it, as I do, to be my life's

task to fight on behalf of the sick under
fnr-of- f stars, I appeal to the sympathy
which Jestis and religion generally mil for,
but at the same time 1 call to my help
also our most fundamental ideas and rea-

sonings. We ought to see the work that
needs doing not s a mere "good work"
but as a duly that must not he shirked.

"Ever since the world's far-of- f lands were
discovered, what has been the conduct of
the white people to the colored ones? What
is the meaning of the simple fact that this
and that people has died out, that others are
dying out, and that the condition of others
is getting worse and worse as a result of
their discovery by men who professed to be
followers of Jesus? Who can describe the in-

justice and the cruelties that in the course
of centuries they have suffered at the hands
of Europrans?

"Who can measure the misery produced
among them by the fiery drinks and hideous
diseases that we have taken to them? H a
record could be compiled of all that has hap-

pened between the white and colored races,
it would make a book which the reader
would have to turn over unread, because its
contents would be too horrible.

"We and our civilization are burdened,
really, with a great debt. We are not free to
confer benefits on these men, or not, as we
please: it is our duty. Anything we give
them is not benevolence but atonement. For
every one who scattered injury some one
ought to go out to take help, and when we
have done all that is in our power, we shall
not have atoned for the thousandth part of
our guilt. That is the foundrt on from which
