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When a Man Loses God

A=z unemployment increases more and
mare and more men will be seeking assis-
lance from county agencies, the Red Cross,
and the churches, Every minister is used to
the hard luck story of the down-and-outer,
The Salvation Army takes care of hundreds
of families as well ‘as the never-ending
stream of single men.

What is the usual attitude of these peo-
ple? They are concerned ahout money, em-
bittered over the loss of possessions. They
seek security—economic security.

When a man sees his family hungry it is
not strange that he is interested in money
and a job that will give him a certain sense
of security, For that reason it is the duly
of Christians to do all in their power to help
deserving people to find honest work.

The Christian agencies find, however,
that the real need of most of the people who
ask for help is something much more basic
than economic security. The majority of the
people who come to the Salvation Army,
and undoubtedly those who appeal to minis-
ters, have no spiritual security.

They have lost God, or have never
known Him.

Pogsessions do not make security. Prop-
erty has liftle value during a depression.
What security did property ownership give
the people of Ecuador?

It is not to be thought that material
possessions are to be dispised or neglected
We should be “not slothful in business,”
ghould be industrious and thrifty, but the
gaining of possessions should not be the end
for which we labor.

Feeding a man is & temporary help which
must soon be repeated, Even finding a job
for & man does not meet his greatest need,
for his lack is not only economic but spir-
itual. The courage to face adversily is lack-
ing when a man does not know God.

The greatest thing anyone can do for
a man is to help him find God, and a sense
of true values. Too often the loss of posses-
sions results in the loss of moral values,
The police records will give proof of this;
as unemployment increases so will erime.

Of course it is nol only those who are
down and out who have lost God. Plenty of
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skills and insight. Religious and educational
leaders do not share a common professional
vocabulary—they appear to live in two dif-
ferent worlds,

This is a strange situation in view of the
fact that most teachers, principzals and super-
intendents are church members. Many are
members of church boards, church school
committees and often serve as church school
teachers. The community expects the teacher
to be religiously inclined. Many school
boards require a teacher to be a church
member. Yet taken as a whole educators are
suspect. On every hand we hear the accusa-
tion that they demand every whit of child's
time and energy; they alienate the child
from his church, they destroy his faith, etc,
ete,, ete,

The truth of the matter is that educa-
tors and educational forces in America
have a grave concern for the religious and
moral welfare of the child. They have felt
a keen sense of guilt because sectarian
bickering has been allowed to drive re-
liglous teaching from American schools.
Most educators recognize that the Ameri.
can people have never wanted an educa-
tional system from which all study of reli-
gion is excluded,

This sense of gullt and concern for the
child’s welfare has caused educators to search
for substitutes to fill the gap. Some of these
substitutes are: daily Bible reading and
Bible reading and prayer in the home goom,
opening assembly with Bible.reading, prayer
or hymn, Religious Emphasis Week, religious
emphasis in Hi-Y, Girl Reserves and other
clubs, elective Bjble courses, observance of
Christmas, Easter, Thanksgiving and Hanuk-
kah, release time, credit for church school
attendance, etc., etc., ete,

Nopne of the substitutes has satisfied
gither educators or religious leaders, We
are a nation of religious illiterates. No
makeshift plan of school or church is go-
ing to change this fact.

A recent survey reports the average
American's religious thinking has not ad-

vanced beyond the Sunday school level It

is a severe indictment that there is no ap-
preciable difference in the maturity of the
religious concepts of the eighth grade gradu-
ate and the average college graduate,

Religiously motivated public school edu-
cators recognize the seriousness of this re-
ligious ignorance, A recent publication of the
American Council on Education states:

“1t is not the business of public education
to secure adherence to any particular religious
system or philosophic outlook, But we believe
it ia the business of public education to impel
the voung toward a vigorous, decisive perronal
reaction to the challenge of religlon. . . .

"Publie education may not propngale reli-
glous dogmas or arbitrate religious difference,
but if it does not impel students toward the
