PARIS (JP) Gen. Dwight D,
Eisenhower was made an associ-
ate member Monday of the Acad-
emy of Moral and Political Scienc-
es of the Institute of France, a

French seat of cul-
ture and learning.

In accepting the honor, he told
the members of the academy in a
speech that the task of forming an
international defense force to re-
sist Communist aggression "is a
task of a scopenever before seen
in peacetime, even during the three
centuries of the existence of this
ancient institution."

The general said, "The freedom
loving peoples of the world have
now embarked on a great collec-
tive effort to preserve those things
which make life worth living.
