In Construction

Pacific Northwest building stag-
ed a nosedive in January with a
general decline of 33 per cent
from December and 59 per cent!
from January 1051, it was re-
ported this week by the stalis-
tical department of Equltable
Savings & Loan Assn.

Combined wolume of January
bullding permits of 46 cities of
the Pacific Northwest was 3$10,-
874,508, compared to $15,415,418 )|
in December and $25,262,052 in|
January 19851,

Home construction showed less
of a decline than did total con-
struction which Includes com-
mereial, Indusirial and public
bullding as well as dwellings.
Home construction was down 17
per cent from December and -ml
per cent from January, 1851,

On a national scale, total con-
struction was 4 per cent under
December and alightly above Jan-
uary of last year. The nallonal
flgures were supported to a large
extent by military, Industrial and
publle utility constructien, which
was virtually absent In the Pa-
elfle Northwest, Equitable report-
