"It can only have been planted
on the defense by or on behalf
of Whittaker Chambers as part of
his plot for the false incrimina-
tion of Alger Hiss."

He has
denied. he ever gave government
secrets to Chambers to give to a
pre-w- ar Russian spy ring.
