Members of Riverside Church, New York,
say the vigor of their congregation proves
Christian unity is possible. More than 30

denominations are represented in its mem-

bership. Under Dr. Fosdick the church

dropped the requirement that members be

baptized by immersion. But it retained its

membership in the New York and national

Baptist conventions, even though there was
a time when the bond wore thin.

In recent years a turn has taken place,
and an almost totally independent congrega-
tion has on its own initiative strengthened
its denominational connections.
