Abraham
‘was called from his country and Moses was
difted from the bullrushes ta work.

Working with one's hands, creating in-
sfead of watching, has a therapeutic effect
and is almost a mystical source of happiness
and health.

“Only the fellows who have been out
there in the Armed Forces, a long way from |
home, know what it's like to go week after
week without mail from the home congre-
gation, from the pastor, and from friends
they knew in civilian life.”

The speaker, sitting across the desk in the
editor's office, said these and many other |
things by way of unburdening himself con-|
cerning what he feels has been a serious, if
not shameful, neglect on our part concerning
our responsibilty for those in the services.

“Just as in civilian life,” continued Dave
Ryner (an ex-Navy man, now a minsterial
student at A.C.T.S), “men in the Armed
Forces fall into two groups. Some are Chris-
tians, and some are not, We have a responsi-
bility for both. The Christian fellows need to
hear from the folks at home more nften..
They need better literature, especially t;heI
kind that stimulates Bible reading and Bible
study. They also need the kind of literature
that helps them to win their buddies to
Christ, The unsaved men need materials that

fellow gets so hungry for something to read
at times that he'll read anything that hap-
pens to be available. The fellow who is not
a Christian also needs to be told about the
Word of God and his responsibility to God
for his life.” ..

“Whether we like to admit it or not,” he
gald, "“we have a military sltuation on our
hands, For many years to come boys will be
going into military serviece in inereasing num-
bers. The fellows who go in have to learn an
entirely new life, and they have to live under
pressures they never experienced before. The
church has a great opportunity to help these
boys."

By the time Dave got through telling me
about a specific case concerning a young
man who was converted in one of our con-
gregations, baptized by one of our ministers,
but who during his entire military career
received not a single mail contact from this
congregation, my head was really down for
shame,
