It's been years ago, but we
once had the privilege of “breaking bread" with a University
of California graduate and the Mayor of Chinatown at a
dinner that wag equal to none, The Chinese Skvroom, for
foord and enterfainment, is as good as any. Brown says some-
thing ahout it being a cross hetween Disneyland and Coney
Island. That, too, is debatable,

It is difficult to see why Brown didn't enjoy Fisherman's
Wharl and the fleet of fishing erafts that make the area pie-
turesque. Sure, there are hawkers attempting to sell their
wares, but there are also excellent sea-food restaurants and
we wonder if Brown's guides took him to Tarantino's, our
favorite at the wharf. There are others just as good.

As for gracious living, San Francisco restauranis are ele-
gant in cuisine, Maybe there are better restaurants in the
world than in San Francisco—and we've eaten in some of the
hest in the U.S A, including Zucas in New York and Old
Bookhinders in Philadelphia. We're happy that Brown liked
