WASHINGTON Sen. Phil-
lip A. Hart's blonde wife
mother of eight is asking
Vice Presiden Lyndon B.
Johnson 'o help break up the
"men only" exclusiveness of
the Americans in space pro-

gram. She would like to be
the first woman in space her-
self.

The wife of the Michigan
Democrat wants the United
States to launch a woman-m-ipac- e

program. So far, she
says, she has gotten the cold
shoulder from the National
Aeronautics and Space Ad-

ministration.
A program for female astro-

nauts "could be gotten off the
ground very quickly if we
could just convince men it
would not destroy their viril-

ity," she said.
If she can't be the first

woman in space, she is deter-
mined that an American
woman will be and not a
Russian cosmomiss.

To further her campaign,
Mrs. Hart the former Jane
Briggs, daughter of a Detroit
millionaire has an appoint-
ment Thursday with Johnson
in his role as chairman of the
National Aeronautics and
Space Council.

She hopes Johnson will be
able to swing a little weight
with James E. Webb NASA
head. Up to this point, she
told a reporter, Webb has
treated her proposal with re-

luctance.
How has her husband re-

acted to the idea?
"I've never asked him," she

said.
Hart, pressed on the mat-

ter, responded: "I've always
thought my wife was an ex-

traordinary woman and this
is most interesting.

Mrs. Hart, who is in her
early 40s, is one of 12 women
to have successfully under-
gone the tough physical tests
given the seven male Mer-
cury astronauts when they
first aspired to the job.

Mrs. Hart and her group
have logged more than 1,000
hours of flying time. She is a
licensed airplane and heli-

copter pilot.
Accompanying her Thurs-

day will be Jerrie Cobb of
Oklahoma City, a widely
known woman pilot who was
the first to take the tests.
Mrs. Hart has written mem-
bers of the Senate and House
space committees, urging
them to invite Miss Cobb's

dispute between the Teamsters
Union and a dozen Corvallis, In-

dependence and Salem gravel
firms has been settled.

A spokesman at the Team-

sters Local 324 office here said

Monday the dispute was settled
about a week ago and pickets
have been removed.

In Corvallis, John Gallagher,
manager of Corvallis Sand and
Gravel Co., said the union, which
lost in court action over the dis-

pute, has paid employers a judg-
ment of about $23,000.

In May of 1959, Teamster
pickets were set up at the plant
of the Corvallis Sand and Gravel
Co. over a contract dispute in-

volving wages and fringe bene-
fits.

The Cascade Employers Assn.
including 12 firms, shut down
operations the next day and
later began operating with non-

union and management workers.
Until recently, pickets were

up in Salem.
Gallagher said his firm has

signed a new three-yea- r contract
with the union.

Pat Blair, Salem, secretary-manage- r

of Cascade Employers,
said that only the Corvallis firm
has a contract with the Team-

sters, and that the other 11

firms have no contracts. How-

ever, he said the dispute has
been settled.
