During the question and an-

swer period that followed her
talk Mrs. Flemming was asked
about her political affiliation
since sho'd spoken of being born
into a family of southern Demo-
crats.

As a young woman, she re-

lated, "I happened to run into
an upstate Yankee Republican
. . . and his influence was upon
me." She continued:

"My husband has always paid
me the great compliment of let-

ting me be myself. He has
never tried to tell me how to
vote. So I kept my registration
as a Democrat, although many
times I voted for a Republican,
if I thought he were the better
candidate."

Receives Card

But after her husband was
appointed Secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare by
President Eisenhower, Mrs.

Flemming related, "things be-

gan to happen":
"I was invited to be a guest

of honor at a meeting of the
Capitol Hill Club (composed of
Republicans in Washington)'. I
was elected honorary president
of an Ohio Republican Club. I
was sent a membership card by
the Le a g u e of Republican
Women.

I showed that to my hus
band and askea him, 'What do
you think of this? Do you know
anyone else who's a registered
Democrat and also a card-carr-

ing Republican?"'
Mrs. Flemming related that
lthough I was a strong be

liever in not letting the right
hand know what the left hand
was doing, I decided by myself

not even telling my husband
to go about changing my reg-

istration to Republican. I owed
it to my husband."

But presenting herself to the
secretary of voters registration
in the Ohio county where she
voted, she found that this was
not as simple a process as she d
expected. Because it was a

county, she'd have
to wait until she voted in the
next primary two years later.

'And there were only 2V4

years left of the administra
tion! said Mrs. Flemming.

"1 told the secretary 'It's
taken me all these years to
make up my mind, and I'm not
going to be outwitted now,

proposed that I write a letter
stating my intention of chang
ing my registration and that
this be attached to the voters'
files. The secretary agreed,
Thus as of the time my husband
joined the Cabinet, I've been a

Republican!"

Mrs. Arthur S. Flemming,
whose husband has been in con-

stant demand as a speaker since
his appointment as University of
Oregon's president, says he's
"never happier than when he's
making a speech."

But this weekend the tables
were turned and Mrs. Flemming
found herself in the speaker's
chair for the first time since
becoming the university's First
Lady. Her audience: Members
of Eugene Branch of American
Association of University Wom-
en gathered at Laurelwood
Country Club for their March
luncheon meeting.

The subject, "Civil Rights and
the Negro Race," was of her
own choice, a topic in which she
has long been interested. Before
she was finished, Mrs. Flem-

ming had not only covered it
effectively, but also given a de-

lightful account of her "conver-
sion" to the Republican party.

"Civil rights," she defined at
the outset as "individual rights,

rights, rights man
had before there was such a
thing as government." Then
tracing the history of those
rights in this country, Mrs.
Flemming, who formerly taught
political science at American
University in Washington, D.C.,
said:

"The whole history of civil
rights is an emotional question."

At the time the Constitution
was written, Mrs. Flemming
pointed out, "the Negro was
considered three-fifth- s of a per-
son with no rights of a "citizen."
In more recent times, she said,
particularly since World War
II, the American people have
come to the realization that we
cannot continue to have second
class citizens in this country."

Son of a Slave

Progress in this direction,
said Mrs. Flemming, was por-
trayed for her at a testimonial
dinner given for Dr. Mordecai
Johnson upon his retirement
after 36 years as president of
Howard University in Washing
ton, D.C. The event in the ball
room of the Wardman Park Ho-

tel was attended by more than
1000 Negro and white leaders.

The son of a slave, Dr. Joi.i- -

son told the dinner guests of his
own family, all present for the
occasion: All were college grad-
uates. One son was an orthodon
tist; another was a psychiatrist;
one daughter was married to an
engineer; the other daughter
was a fine musician.

Mrs. Flemming related how
with emotion Dr. Johnson con
fided that "the most important
thing that ever happened to me

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Dear Wives:
Stop and think! Why is that line there? Why can't it be

removed? What is keeping it in the shirt?
Dirt? NOI Dirt is on everything and it comes out in our

washing.
What does every man have? Oil? Grease? Yes!
How does one remove them? With a grease and oil re-

mover, of course.
It is a proven fact that any material (whether it be wool,

cotton, linen, etc.)-whic- contains grease will accumulate dirt.
Dust alone will adhere to it. Dust is in the air and as the

wind blows, it is bound to get on your husband's neck. This
dust rubs off on the natural oils which are in his neck and
I found that dime store chalk would work wonders. Imagine!
Something so simple.

Dime store chalk sells for about a dime. (I am laughing
that anything sells for a dime today!)

Just mark along the neck with the chalk where the dirty,
yellow line is and if it's on the cuffs . . . mark along them too.
Let this sit for awhile, at least an hour or so. Then launder as
usual. (Put it in your washing machine and use our laundry
method).

Mark heavily with the chalk. The chalk will absorb the oils
and once the oils are removed ... the dirt will come out!
This requires no scrubbing which usually wears out the collar.

One word of caution: This method may require a few appli-
cations if the yellow line has been there for years. If the shirt
is a fairly new one . . . one application should remove it.

After removal of this line, as you do your laundry each
week, take a piece of dime store chalk and mark across the
collar. Then you shouldn't have this accumulation again.
Sometimes, if the shirt is old and the line has been there a

long time . . . mark it with a heavy line of chalk and rub it
in with your fingtrs and put it back in the laundry hamper.

I did find one product that cost a quarter that was wonder-
ful . . . but since we are always looking for something cheaper
and I do not like to mention brand names in the column . . .

Let it sit until you do your laundry next time. The longer the
better.
