Timber Sales Tax
- Proposal Opposed

G. Kenneth Crowell, executive
viee president of Kimberley-
Clark Corp., Neenah, Wis,, said
passage of the proposals “would
be a calamitous blow to the
timber industry, to all allied
manufacturing and distributing
businesses, to reforestation and
forest management, and to the
jobs of countless thousands of
employes dependent upon the
timber industry.”

Crowell spoke for the Forest
Industrics Committer on Tim-
ber Valuation and Taxation.

Catherine May, R-Wash,,
said the present laxing system
has resulled in such good tim-
ber practices that, for the first
time, growth is well ahead of
removal. The change, she said,
would destroy “sound conserva.
tion practices and advances."

She argued, moreover, it
would tend to raise U, S, tim-
her prices and so encourage ine
ereased compelition from Can-
ada.
