Making up Fli:i:cks. Tho follow-
ing', from tho Mlchiyun Inirmvr, will ho
found useful for those to know who
Juxvc floccc-- i to Jiniko up. By observing
tne.so plain rules tney will meet tno
views of wool buyers exactly, much to
their ownhenollt.

"Tho wool buyers prefer to have the
ileeeo Ioom.--, light to handle, um! elastic;
and in Ohio, the wools of which .Statu
aro always quoted from two to three
cents higher than Michigan wool of the
name quality, tho fleeces aro rolled up,
not packed, and tied across twice one
way and onco tho other, and hence are
loose, light, and elastic. A Jackson
buyer, well known, who buys large
amounts of wool both in Michigan and
Ohio every year, tells us that he canaf--
loru to give two or tiiree cents per
pound more for tho wools ho buys in
Ohio than those he purchases in thh
btiite, solely becauso of the difference
in tho tying up in tho two States; as ho
enn get more in the JCastern market for
wools that art' put up in Ohio than lie
ean get for tho Michigan wools, and
when, In fact, the Michigan wools are
.sometimes the Ik at in quality. The
proper way, hi- .say.-,-, is to lay the lleece
on the table, turn in the bead and tail,
and turn in the Hanks, and roll it up,
commencing at the tailcnd, tying it
with two strings to keep the roll in
place, and tli"ii witli one string across
tho ends. This Is sullicient. A fleece
thus tied is liyht easily handled ami
examined, and can bo felt all through.
Jt does not require a thorough exami
nation to delermiuu whether there is
anything in it Unit is not wool."

Tim: 1'otato Jiuci. The Colorado po-

tato beetle is a problem, the of
which outweighs in importance many
other questions. Tim Colorado potato
hug first mado its appearance in I8(il in
tho far West, and since that time has
been gradually enlarging its sphere of
action at tho rato of sixty miles a year,
which, unless it shall bo checked, will
bring tho bug to tho Atlantic States
about tho year lsso. Tho beast is enor-
mously prolillc, and every fifty days lie
duplicated his iamily, which generally
numbers about l,i!uu. Thus far no way
of exterminating him lias been discov-
ered, i'aris green will kill him, but
unfortunately It kills tho plant al-o-

which ho alights. So notorious is ills
character that the most strenuous exer-
tions aro employed lo prevent him from
entering I'.ugiand, tiermany, and
Franco. Kvory potato is met on tho
frontier and rigidly examined to seo
Uiat there is no bug about it, and every
stalk and looso panicle of soil which ac-
companies It is removed anil burned
lest ft should corneal some egg which
might bourgeon illalnously even in tho
now.soil. The Colorado bugs travel in
.such vast numbers that in one night
they will settle upon acres and acres of
young potatoes and destroy them all.
They do not seem to tnku kindly to
tuner piuuis, una uiereiore II tliey

multiply it is because tliev
liavo this food. I'ossihly the planting
of no potatoes lor a year or two Is the
only way to eradicate the dreaded hug.
