Inecu
bators are used mostly for Imlching and
brooders for raising t.hom Geese and
ducks are also kept and hatched and
raised in the same manper, and are
found very profitable.

The Possibilities of a Trio of Geese

fowls that is attracting more attention
than geese, and the question is often
neked con geese be raised profitably?
We most emphatically answer, yes,
From some reason geese have in the
past been sadly neglected in this conn-
try, but the French and Germana have
been enthusiastic in their improvement
and we now have them bred up to an
enormons size and tos nigh standard.
There are several varioties of pure bred
geese but the Toulous is the lnrgest and
most popular.

and more it will seem very small i
While there is no danger of over ing
the chicken buosiness, it has become
very difficult for an amatuer to “get on
top.” Thisis not the case with geese,
there is a great demand for eggs and
breeding stock and no one has any to
spare. There is “millions in it" as well
as reputation for the breeder of high
olass geese of the best varieties.
