The latter held 
that if the mother and child were' 
both of the same mind the license 
must be given them. Lee told Jus­
tice of the Peace Smalley, who 
married them, that he should have 
his wife remain at home for two or 
three years to go to school and look 
after her younger brothers and sis­
ters. He said he loved Mamie and 
that he was willing to assist in 
caring for her family until his 
bride became old enough to go to; 
housekeeping for him. She is the 
youngest girl evef married in this 
county.
