G O VER N M EN T TELEGRAPHY.

(ta  l i m i t  Huci-eaa In  G re u t B r ita in  D u r­
in g  th e  1‘uat T h i r t y  Y e a r* .

W. 8. Hurwootl describes In the Cen- 
lury the successful working of the Gov­
ernm ent telegraph In Greut Brltulu.

Since the British Government, lu the 
year 1870, assum ed control of ull Inland 
telegrams, the business of th a t depart­
ment of the generul |s»st«>tTee has 
grown to enormous proportions. Tli6 
object of assum ing this control was 
twofold; first, to reduce the exorbitant 
telegraph tolls of private companies - 
tolls so lilgii us virtually to Is* prohibit­
ive for many klmls of lmslm*ss; amt. 
se«'«>ndly, to safeguard tlie public 
against any return  to former charges. 
It m utters not what one may think as 
to the desirability of the Introduction 
if such a system Into the United States, 
tlie fact Is patent th a t lu G reat Brit 
sin It has proved a signal success. The 
twofold object was long since attained, 
ami there Is uo likelihood tliat tlie sys­
tem will be overthrown.

The report of the Postoffice I>e|inrt- 
ment for 1800 gives the latest avallalUc 
figures. This rejsirt shows tha t the 
people so far appreciate ami utilize tlie 
system that they sent In 18W, up to 
the date of the closing of the report, In 
ordinary telegram s, which are exclu­
sive of press telegrams, cable messages. 
Government, franked ami reduced rate 
dispatches, over three mllllou messages 
more than during M B . lu UMMA tin' 
year before the Government assum p­
tion, seven million messages were sent; 
In 1800, nearly ninety million mes­
sages. In 1800 tlie average charge for 
telegram s was a llttl»» over fifty cents, 
while the charge for the sam e message 
to-day. Inclusive of address, Is rilsnit 
fifteen cents. In ISiKi there were un­
der three hundred employes, while 
there are at present over thrt*e thou­
sand lu the London office alone. Last 
y e a rra f te r  allowing for a deficit of at 
leust a million dollars in the depart­
ment devoted to the dally uewepapera, 
the system  cleared ntiove all cost of 
m aintenance over on«« hundred and six­
ty-five thousand pounds; In round num ­
bers, eight hundred and fifty thousand 
dollars.

S ta g e  T h u m lc r  u n it L ig h t in g .
The reason why tin- mechanism fot 

making the noises that give realism  tc 
a play are never seen by the audience 
is because tlie illusion would be com­
pletely destroyed If its operations were 
ex|M>se«l to view, explains Franklin 
Fyles In the Ladles’ Home Journal. 
Tlie noise of tlie w aiter falllug down 
sta irs with a tray of dishes, for In­
stance, Is sim ulated by dropping, as 
often as necessary, a basket tilled with 
lilts of broken china; and a cylinder of 
silk, turm sl with a crank, draw ing tlie 
cloth over wooden flanges gives a per­
fect rain  and wind storm. A lightning 
accompaniment Is m ade by touching 
an ordinary file to a lilt of carbon isitli 
on live w ires- and tlie thunder by roll­
ing ten-pin balls in a long, narrow, 
wooden trough. The rum ble of tlie 
wheels of a carriage is im itated with a 
vehicle like a m iniature freight car on 
a wooden track, and tlie striking of 
wood or metal on hard or soft surfaces 
serves to convince an audience of tlie 
approach or departure of a horse. When 
there Is w ar a single shot or two is 
usually the real thing, but n rifle vol­
ley effect Is obtained by rapidly beat­
ing a dried calfskin with ra ttans, while 
heavy strokes on tlie bass drum  will 
convey the idea of cannonading. II 
this mechanism were seen In operation 
by an audience it would make the 
whole perform ance seem ridiculous.

U n p ro fita b le .
I t  has been settled to the”satisfaction 

of the agricultural experts of the gov 
em inent th a t spiders do not product 
silk of commercial value. Large silk- 
gplnnlng spiders nre found In the palm 
trees of Venezuela. Rome of the spi­
ders produce white silk nnd others yel­
low silk, nnd this silk has been made 
Into handkerchiefs, but silk produced 
In this way cannot be made valuable 
commercially, because of the trouble­
some necessity of keeping the splderi 
separated to prevent their devouring 
each other. T heir food being Insects 
this also Involves considerable difficult] 
In supplying them. A ttem pts to util 
Ize the silk of a  M adagascar spider o: 
the same species some years ago result 
ed In the discovery th a t the product 
was more expensive than ordinary silk.

The Rtnte Besjukovsehtseliinn. In 

Russia, Is probably the only place In 
the world tliat Is run entirely by wom­
en. This state  Is mnde up of seven vil­
lages, each presided over by a Mayor­
ess, tlie whole under the superintend­
ence of a lady named Easchka, who 
acts as President. There nre women 
m agistrates, women preachers, women 
policemen—In fact, every capacity  In 
the state  Is filled by women. The roads 
are made by women, nnd women sell 
milk and deliver letters. If  you wnnt 
to bring an action against your neigh­
bor In this stnte you go to a woman 
law yer; nnd If there Is nnythlng In 
your house to lie stolen, then a bur­
glar of the w eaker sex steals It. No 
place of any Importance Is tilled by a 
man.
