Bloomington, 111., June 21.— Half of 
the business section of Bloomington, 
including five squares of the finest bnsi- | 
ness blocks of the citv and the court 
bouse, erected at a cost of $41 HI, (MX) was 
destroyed by fire this morning. The 
loss is variously estimated at from 
$1,500,000 to $2,000,000. One death 
also resulted from the fire. Roliert 
Schmitt, 19 yearr old, died from the 
shock occasioned by the noise of the 
explosion of dynamite, which was used 
by the firemen in blowing np buildings 
to stay the progress of the flames.

The tire department was badly han­
dicapped by an almost total failure of 
the watei supply, and it was not nntil 
late this morning, when the buildings 
had been blown np with dynamite, that 
tbe flames were finally gotten under 
control.

The tire started in the Model lanndry 
on Monroe street, in tbe block east of 
the court bouse. A strong wind was 
blowing at the time and before the tire 
department arrived, the tire spread to 
tbe fonr-story brick building occupied 
by B. S. Green & Co., and thence 
steadily eastward. In an hour the en­
tire block, except the postoffice build­
ing, which was saved by hard work, 
was in mins. In this block was the 
old Dnrley theater, which was lieing 
remodeled. The Are worked westward 
across to Greiehem’a seven-story build­
ing, at tbe corner of Main and Jefferson 
streets, and soon that entire block was 
also in flames. From there the tire 
spread to the oonrt honse and thence to 
adjacent blocks.

In the meantime aid bad been ram- 
moned from Peoria and Springfield and 
with the aselstace of fire apparatus 
from these cities, the fire was gradual­
ly brought under the control to the 
west. To the east it was necessary to 
nse dynamite to destroy several build« 
ings in the path of the flames before 
the tire was stopped in that direction.

Madison, Wis., June 21.—Tbe entire 
business section of the village of Mid­
dleton. eight miles west of here, was 
wiped out by fire tonight. The insur­
ance loss is $75,000 to $100,000, with 
actual loss much greater

Loudon, June 21.—The Russian re­
lieving force arrived outside of Pekin 
thia mnruiug, says the Shanghai corre­
spondent of the Daly Kzpress, ami im­
mediately la-gau to attack the city M l 
two sides, employing numerous artil­
lery. The force apparently arrived lit 
the nick of time, for the Chinese assert 
that the attack upon the legal Iona had 
been succeaaiully renewed. Ihe night 
of June 16 the Chinese troops, under 
Generals Tu Full Kluug and Tung 
Ching. attacked the legation» and ret 
on fire five European bulldinga. Noth­
ing definite is knowu as to the result, 
except that the Chinese were disap­
pointed, although other reports, utterly 
discredited by foreigners here, are that 
the Chiueae, infuriated by the destruc­
tion of Taku, have since massacre^ all 
the foreigner* iu Pekin.

A modified veraion of the minors re­
ceived at Berliu ia that the French a* 
well as the German minister has been 
killed. The English at Shanghai 
think that the Chinese had foreign ad­
vice in organizing the defense tat Taku, 
because of tbe precision with which 
their attack was delivered. Tbe wire* 
connecting with the harbor mines were 
cut by the boats of the warships the 
night before the boinlatrdmeut. It is 
now reported at Shanghai that it waa 
on board the Russian cruiser Korietz. 
aud not the Maodsohur, that Ihe explo­
sion occurred, killing aud wounding 
more than 50. It is reportod that no 
fewer than 700 Chinese were killed iu 
the forts.

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Daily Express says he is officially in­
formed that Japan is mobilizing 25,000 
men for immediate transport.

The (Kritish' cruiser Undaunted ar­
rived at Shanghai yesterday, cleared for 
action *nd took up a position command­
ing the Chinese forts. There are three 
Chinese cruisers in the harbor. The 
new Chinese cruiser Ilai Haug, built 
by the Armstrongs, has lieen taken into 
custody at Tskti by the British and 
Russians.

At Yumnan Fu, where the risiug has 
been gathering force for several days, 
680 Christians have lieen attacked at 
the French mission settlement, many 
being put to death. The Freuch con­
sol and three missioAtries are still iu 
prison.

The disorderly elements have secured 
the upper hand at Wa Kai aud< ‘zechuau, 
where the native Christians have boots 
in as-aired. A thousand Boxers have 
gathered on the outskirts of Tien Tsin.

Thre Shanghai corres|*iudeut of the 
Daily News, telegraphing yesterday, 
says:

“The Chinese officials here assert 
that they have news from Pekin up to 
June 17. The situation was then very 
serious. Beyond that they claim to 
hate received nothing, hut they deny 
that dispatches have lieen withheld.

■‘Although I am not willing to adopt 
the alarmist reports, my impression, 
gathered from the consuls and Chine-o 
authorities, is that the worst is to bo 
feared in Pekin. Admiral Seymour'» 
column is now in the middle of an and  
plain, with no food and no good water, 
and surrounded by hostile fqyces.”

A dispatch from Shanghai announce» 
that the United States trHiisport 
Thomas, with tru<i|ie for Manila, wa» 
diverted to Nagasaki and has arrived at 
Takn with 1,200 men.
