of along pole, touching off the gait 
lumps one by one ami leaving a trail 
o f more or leas light after Idin, says the 
Chicago Chronicle. The Irresistible 
march of science and progress and 
the other things which are making 
cliHtigcH In the world 1m sweeping the 
lump-lighter out of the way.

In 1887, before there were any munic­
ipal electric street lights lu service In 
('bi<*ago. about 4<X) young men. old men 
and barefoot boys trudged nightly 
through all the city streets lighting tht 
ga» lamps, lu the chill dawn they mad« 
the round« again, putting out the lights.

Now a hHtiilful of employe» In tbf 
electrical department of the city throw 
a few »witches In the electric light sta­
tions every evening and Instantly 8.SUC 
electric arc light» spring to life along 
the streets which the hoys formerly 
paced so laboriously, and In the morn­
ing the' switches are thrown back once 
more and the light» die out. It Is all 
done by a simple turn of the wrist.

But the lauip-llghter has not been en­
tirely sii|M*rsode<l as yet, notwithstand­
ing City Electrician Ellicott's anxiety 
to extend the electric lighting system  
until It Includes the entire city, Which i 
Is to be done as soon as machinery can 
lie Installed to use the water power of ] 
the drainage channel at lax-kport.

There are still Ibout 18,500 ga« lamps 
In nightly operation, and. us each ligh t-, 
er cares for an average of 1<»> of these, | 
there are still nearly 200 lighters mak­
ing their rounds nightly.

—that Is, pays for lighting, extinguish- ¡ 
lug, cleaning and repair».

But while the company allots an ev- t 
erage of 10*) lamps to each lighter, and 
pays a fixed rate per lamp for their 
maintenance, the lighters sub-let the 
contracts In some cases, hiring little 
lads for almost notlilug to do part of 
the work, of which, of course, the com- i 
puny lias no record.

Some old men who, for many years, j 
have been employed as Inmp-llghters, I 
swear tlielr sons Into the gervlce and , 
make a family affair of It. Therefore, 
It Is probable that more than 200 peo- ! 
pie are employe»! to care for the 18,500 
gas lamps which are,still In service. ,

Although the electric lighting sys­
tem of Chicago was Inaugurated only • 
thirteen years ago hiiiI has grown slow- i 
ly, few people realize that the city has 
the largest municipal street lighting 
system in the world. Including 3,502 are 
lamps, each of 2,000 caudle power.

In addition to the gas lamps, there 
are approximately 10,000 gasoline lamps 
In service In outlying districts not 
touched by the mains of the gas eom- 
panles, ami these are rented by the city I 
from private corporations. These, too, 
arc being displace»! gradually by the 
extension of the electric lighting sys­
tem.

TRA VELS OF TH E JIGGER.

T h is  In d u s t r io u s  L i t t l e  F le a  le  C lrc n m -  
n u v i i fu t ln K  th e  W o r ld .

The very small species of the Ilea,
commonly known a« the Jigger, whose 
uullve home is tropical ami subtrop­
ical America, set out lu 1872 to cir­
cumnavigate the world and has now 
half completed Ids Journey, says a 
writer In the New York Hun. Ills  ar­
rival lu India and Madagascar Is a l­
most simultaneously reported, tin Lis 
conquering way he l ia s  badly fright 
cued many barbarous tribes by his pro 
peusity to bore through the skin and 
Mud lodgment under It, and many vil­
lages and sometimes whole districts 
were abandoned by the nutlves during 
his journey across Africa.

In Heptember, 1872, a sailing vessel 
from Brazil dumped a quantity j f  sand 
ballast on the beach at Ambriz, i  little 
aouth of the Congo. This event has 
historic Importance from the fact that 
the Jigger crossed the ocean in this 
sand, and It Is Itellevcd to have Item 
his Ilrst Introduction to foreign terri­
tory. His rate of advance across Africa 
depended upon the means jf  transpor­
tation at hand, for the Jigger will not 
hop when he may ride. It was thir­
teen years liefore he struck t'jc enra- 
vau toute to Stanley pool, and then he 
journeyed quickly and comfortably with 
the porters In the freight service to 
that starting jiolnt of the npper Congo 
steamers, which carried him halfwuy 
across Africa. Twenty years after his 
arrival in Africa the Jlgg»*r appeared 
on the shores of Victoria N'yanza, and 
»lx years later he was hopping along 
the «amis of Zanzibar Island.

The Jigger was tints established In 
1808 at the busy mart whence many 
vessels «all for the iTast Indies and 
Ocean Ira. It was predicted that he 
would aeon Invade India, and sure 
enough bis arrival at Bombay, whither 
In- ha<l been brought by coolies return­
ing from Africa, Is now reported. I.e 
tour »lu Monde says he may lie ex­
pected In French Indlo-Chlna at any 
time, and that he will evidently In­
vade the whole of Southern Asia, and 

fetters from N'ossl Be, in Northwest 
Madagascar, report his advent there 
and on the adjoining Islands, where he 
Is flourishing ami multiplying In the 
Handy soil.

U'e may next expe<-t to hear of this 
persevering and successful traveler 
among the Pacific Islands, and all re­
gions In or near the tropics seem des­
tined to make Ills acquaintance.

Upon inquiry I found that this 
was the custom on fast trains. ’Some­
times, if we have lots of time,’ said the 
conductor, ’we whistle for the men to 
route In, but in most cases we leave 
them to lie picked up by the uext train, 
or to walk to the nearest station.’

“ ’But Isn’t that rather hard on the 
men?’ I asked. -Oh. Its  part of the 
business,’ he replied. ’I have known 
of cases where men dropped off in this 
way were frozen to death or waylaid 
by tramps, but the railroads have to 
make the time, and that’s why It’s 
done. I have seen trains running with 
only a conductor aboard them, at times, 
because the rest of the crew had been 
left behind In Just this way.’ ’’—New 
York Mail and Express.
