Bcarcily of domeastle grown fruits

caused another record in the importa-

- tion of baosnas 1o be beoken, when

three veasels, all laden with the tempt-

lng fruit of the Weat Indies, lately

came up the De'aware, says the Phila-
delphia logmirer.

Ooe of the three was tha Russian
meamboeat Uraala, with 18,300 bunches
, of bavasas stowed away in her hold,
aud the othera were the Norweglan
steamshipa Spero and Leon, the for-
wer sarrying 12,000 buuehes and the
latter with 14,000 bunches, & grand to-
| tal for the three shipsa of 42300
bunches. Averaged at 80 bananas to
each bunch, this means that 2,338,000
bananas were unloaded altogether, or
nearly two for each resident of Phil-
adelphin.

So great wae the inward rush of the
fruit that one of the ships, the Npero,
was unable to find dock room, and her
earge was brought to shore in lighters,
while the Spero lay at anchor in the
middie of the Delaware off plers. This
is one of the rarest of happenings in
this port, and the proceedinga weore
watched with interest by a big crowd
of apectators. The unpreeedented de-
mand for men to unload the bananas,
| work which the importers ind it pays

to do with especial quickness while the

big consumption of the fruitison, nat-
urally eseat longshoremen's wages
skyward, and the pockets of many of

| them were jingling with coin st the
end of the day.
