There are a few facta which aii.y In 
the future be incorporated in the biog­
raphy of the uioequito. facta which 
have been collected partly by the In­
quiry of scieutista, and partly by the 

'observations of laymen who live in 
sections where the pestiferous insect 
thrives in great numbers. The mos­
quito is observed In three different 
forms, as an egg. In larvae, as a wig« 

j gle-Utl, and as a mosquito with wings. 
Eggs are hatched by the warmth of 
the sun. One mosquito may lay l.tOO.- 
HW eggs. Often many of these eggs 
are destroyed. Mosquitoes cauuot 
propagate without the aid of water.

, The eggs are deposited ou the aurface 
of the water. Eggs hatch within a few 
weeks after they are deposited by the 

. female. They develop wiggle-tails, the 
I curious forms of life ofteu found lu 

rain barrels, cisterns. In gutters tilled 
with stagnaut water and in stagnant 
l>x>ls. lu this wiggle-tail stage of his 
development the mosquito breathes 
through his talk He spends this part 
of his life iu rushing to and from the 
surface of the water. When he reach­
es the surface, with head down, he 
shoves two delicate syphons through 
the water level, supplies his lungs with 
the needed air and dives under the 
wat>?r again, where he sucks in the 

I vegetable Juices necessary to his sus­
tenance. He remaius a wiggle-ta‘1 for 
a week or ten days, when his wings de 
velop and he becomes a navigator of 
the air and sails forth to tormeut mem- 
l>ers of the human family and other 

. auimals. He is fond of animal blood. 
He needs it in his business. He cannot 
propagate without it. He also likes 
sugar. Blood, sugar and vegetable 

j Juices are his principal diet A mos- | 
* quito’s food capacity Is roughly eetl 

inted at one drop of blood. His di- 1 
mensions are uncertain.

The gray mosquito, the day tormen- 
to, 1s probably the smallest variety. 
He Is of a very light weight, not tip­
ping the beam at more than one-fourth 
of a grain, and often not weighing 
quite so much. Some of them are so 
light that when unfed that they will 
not disturb the balance of the most 
delicately poised scales. The small 
mosquito is the treacherous kind. He 
always lights on the under side of the j 
hand or arm. apparently knowing that 
he Is beyond the reach of the eye. 
He is the same fellow who will crawl 
under the edges of the bar or slip un­
der the sheet There is another and 
larger variety, a kind that will drop 
on you like a flake of snow. They 
land with their labium, or lance, un­
folded and with point down, and they 
begin operations at once. While the 
mosquito of this brand weighs about 
one-half of a grain, he seems to have 
the tounage and potentiality of a pile 
driver when he punctures the skin. 
There are about 250 known varieties 
of mosquitoes in this section of the 
world. The mosquito's labium, the 
thing he stings with, is of uncertain 
length. It is as sharp ns a needle, hol­
low like a hair, and It is through this 
that he sucks blood Into his system. 
The mosquito cannot stand a strong 
wind. He seeks a low place when the 
wind Is high. He never gets more than j 
1<M) yards from the place of his birth. . 
The eggs are deposited on still, stag- ! 
nant water. Otherwise they will be 
destroyed. The life of the mosquito ! 
covers a span of sixty days. As a dis­
seminator of diseases, scientific men 1 
have agreed that his responsibility is _ 
very heavy.—New Orleans Democrat.

FIRE-PRO O F RAILW AY C A R S .

W h a t  P r i m i a n  G o v e r n m e n t  O ff ic ia la  
K e e k  to  A c c o m p lis h .

The managers of American railways ! 
might to their own great advantage 
as well as to that of their patrons, take 
a leaf out of the book of the govern- i 
merit railway control of Prussia.

These officials have ordered that ex-
periments should be made looking to­
ward tbe substitution upon the 30,000 
miles of railroads which they operate 
it non-combustible cars for the more 
>r less inflammable lx>xes in which the 
public are now transported from place 
to place. Tbe steel trucks are, of 
course, already comparatively safe 
from destruction by fire, but the con­
struction of the'superstrnctnre of these 
coaches has always been of such a na­
ture as to be something of a menace to 
the traveler’s safety. The walls and 
floors and general trim of passenger 
«•are have ordinarily been constructed 
of woods that are peculiarly Inflamma­
ble, and the use of oils in their clean­
sing and decoration has intensified the 
danger. The Prussian experiments, in 
recognition of these facts, are to be 
made In the direction of making floors 
and walls of materials chemically 
treated so as to make them non-com­
bustible, and of the construction of 
seats stuffed with fire-proof coeoanut 
fiber and having asbestos coverings.

It is an important step and In the 
right direction; and In a country like 
our own, where there Is so much more 
travel and a comparatively greater 
duty for conserving the security of the 
traveling public over more than 180/KK) 
miles of road bed, it would seem as If 
It would be a wise precedent for the 
railway authorities to follow. As a 
rule our railways are exceptionally 
well managed, and the traveler In the 
United States gets a vast amount of 
comfort and convenience at a very 
slight personal risk, but the further 
step toward the making of flre-proof 
coaches would serve to reduce that 
risk to a minimum which would 
amount almost to Its total extinction.— 
Harper's Weekly.
