W hen the next legislature convenes 
it will be asked to appropriate in the 
neighborhood of $135,000 for the coni 
pletlon of the new additional capitol 
building and for rem odeling the main 
building.

In Dallas. Mr. Brown died In the same 
house in which he was born more than 
53 years ago.

Simpson, of the 
departm ent of dairy husbandry.

Although women have been granted 
the right of suffrage In Oregon, th< 
a tto rney  general's office a t Salem hat 
ruled th a t they are  not om peten t tc 
serve on juries, the s ta tu te  providing 
th a t only "m ale inhab itan ts" a re  eiigl 
ble to ju ry  duties.

R. E. Fitzw ater, who paid $180 an 
acre for 31 acres of land near Leban 
on. In the foothills, has gathered 6600 
bushels of potatoes from 21 acres ol 
th e  land. At 60 cents a bushel, the 
potatoes will re tu rn  alm ost the pur 
chase price of the land.

The 1913 Oregon legislature will be 
asked to appropriate $100,000 for pur 
poses of protection for Oregon forests 
for the ensuing two years. A like 
am ount was asked of the 1911 legisla 
ture. The am ount appropriated  at 
th a t tim e was only $60,000, or $30,000 
per year.

E stim ates prepared by the govern 
ing board of the Monmouth normal 
school indicate th a t an additional ap 
propriatlon of $15,000 will be neees 
sary to equip and com plete the new 
dorm itory. The last legislature ap 
proprlated $50,000 for this building 
and all has been spent on construe 
tlon work.

As the resu lt of requests arrange 
merits will be made for lectures upon 
athletics, with particu lar reference to 
the in ternational contest at. S tock­
holm last sum m er, by Bill Hayward, 
tra in e r of a th le tics a t the university 
of Oregon, before the students In sev 
eral high schools of the state. These 
will occur early  In the spring.

The tw elfth  annual m eeting of the 
Oregon sta te  teachers’ association, 
w estern division, Including those of 
the rural school supervisors and coun­
ty superin tendents ' departm ent, the 
colb i’e and norm al school departm ent, 
departm ent of secondary education, 
d ' ■ r e n t  of industrial education, 
dep 'm e ir  of city  superin tendents 
and the dep -rtm ent of music, will be 
beld in I’oiiland December 26, 27 and 
28.
