Wheat Lower nnd In Toor Demand.
Heavy Rooolpts from Argentina.

Portland, March 1. Tlio Commer-
cial Heviow in its review of tho wiieat
market for tho week iir its issue of to-
day, says:

Thu local wheat rules quiet, but linn.
Tho demand for export is. not very

good, thu shipping interest having
moro than sufficient stock on hand to
cover wants of spot loading fleet, and.
recent purchases wero mostly to provide

moro wheat is coniinu from
east of tho mountains, indicating that
many holders aro satisfied witli exist
ing prices, and aro disiKised to market
holdinuH. 'lhu uradual decline in
wheat cargoes abroad and a limited in
quiry irom Europe for wheat causes ox
porters.to go slow or to defer oncra
tions. There has been no nbsenco of
sellers tho past tlireo weeks, offerings
having been larger a week ngo than at
any timo since rsoveiubor, but holders
continue tlio nractico of asking nbovo
the market value. There is no dis-utiisi-

the fact that tho majority of
them aro sick at heart and anxious to

WHAT THE CITY WILL SAVE.

Flguros Show That Wator Iinprovo
monts Will Pay Well.

Dr. 1'". W. Vincent, mayor of Pendlo
ton, lias neon doing some llgurlug on
tlio amount that will bo saved annual
ly by reason of the improvements
which wore iiuidu In thu city water
works system last year, with those ro
maining to be done in carrying out the
plans which have been followed. The
result is rather surprising, and yet
cannot ho, gainsaid.

Tho total saving to Pendleton will
bo S700U nor annum.

Thosu II mi res aro indeed rather start
ling, when expressed as a total; but,
when thu items aro given ami the
miinner of thu savliii; is explained.
thov appeal as not only reasonable but
absolutely correct.

Heretofore, the tiro department lias
cost tho city $3000 a year. Under the
reorganization plan which has been
inaumirated thu entire nil n tig ox
puiiso for twelve months will n t read
fiuou. it is moro iikoiv to no aiioui
$500, hut In order to figure upon a safe
nasis tho larger estimate will ho taken.
This will subtract from the former ex
pense. $3l00, $2(100 of expense saved.
und leave $1000 to provide for the
year's operation of tho firedcpartmeiit.

Tho anion nt of fuel reiiulred for the
operation of tho water pjiiiiping station
has been so much reduced that tho an-
nual saving is now $2500 from this
Item alone.

The insurance union will reduce tho
rate on Pendleton Insurance policies
ten per cent, which will reduce the
amount paid out by Pendleton property
owners at least $2500. The insurance
premiums paid auuuitlly In Pemlluton
aggregate from $25,000 to $50,000. On
tho basis of the lowest :.,- -
000, thu ten per cent reduction will
enable n saving of $2500.

This makes tho total which wil bo
saved $7000, made up of these items:

Tho total cost of all tho Improve
ments affecting the waterworks system
will ho $30,000. Tho annuiil saving,
therefore, in fuel, fire department ex-

pense and insurance will in four years
amount to tho principal, $30,000, and
hi ono year more thu saviui; will more
than offset the Interest on thu bonds
Issued to eunblo tho improvements to
lio mado.

In short, only 11 vo years need olapso
for the annual saviui; to have
amounted to the bonds, principal and
interest.
