Encouragement Haa Been Given to Pro-

ceed With Development.
A crew of workmen are engaged in

prospecting thoroughly the ledges of
coal which have been found on Birch
creek, twenty miles from Pendleton,
They have gone down to a isuisidcm-hi-

depth, and have sent to this town
some Mtnplaa that bring forth very
favorable comment from many who
have examined them. Home of the
samples are of pure coal, of excellent
quality. Orders have been issued to
the foreman to continue the work and
tills will be done until it has been
detuonatmted that the coal depoaita are
cither valuable or not worth working
us mines. At the present time, the
thoWlngl are regarded as encouraging,
and all the persons interested in the
enterprise arc disposed to expend the
mono) needed for thorough exploita-
tion of the claims.
