Mr. Pieroa went via the Japan route,

and writes from Nome Citv ns follows
"The heat h - now well' worked out

m ar here. They have at work on
it for a month, folng over the secondtune where they worked it out intsummer. There hare beeu remnrkahlv
rich strikes forty miles from here at
Top-kue- k, The miners have taken
nit 1SO,000 there from 100 van's of
I'tncli, hut it wdl Boon he over, unless
they hml something new.

"The tundra is almost entirely
prospected. Near the A. S. (the Alaskn
Uommercial company store the miner
arc making 110 a da) with rockers,
rncklna out grass roots'. I thouaht this
WM a joke, until I cime and miw it
Joejt In fore mv ,,w , ,

"The ground on the' tundra is frOBM
to nn Unknown depth, just as at Daw-so-

so that if this proves to he rich it
will mean winter diggings. The
aruianency of this camp depends upon

"There an nineteen creek claim

known to lie rich, anil beyond there
absolutely nothing is known. Yet,
every foot of ground within thirl v
miles inland, and for an hundred
miles up and down the coast is staked,
the most uf it five times over. Titles
are had in ni t case, and the owners
w ill neither prospin t nor work the
ground.

"These claim owncsstnv in camp,
and wait for the "chitchawkem, ),

to make discovery on options
to buy or work. There are men here
owning as many as HO claims, 7HIH1

acres, who have never seen one of
them, excepting to stake them through
the mow. The power of attorney
prouoaitkw has been much abueed
and will retard the mineral dew I. p
meiit of Aluska lor many tears to
come.

"Lots are held in Nome Citv at from'tltwO a front-loo- t down to all sorts of
figures. The only title is possession
and a sixshootc r, and if a man is gone
from his home two hours he is liable
to tind someone else's house on his
land w hen he returns.

"Nearly Htm people have arrived
it DOB I reached here, out prices ure so
high that all ure discouraged. The
people here are "laying for suckers,"
hut are likely to tret left. UnUM B4 R

creeks sle.w good developments, there
le nothing warranting Nome being a
big milling camp. Of course, there
will he lots of money spent here, that
taken from the head, and that brought
in from the outside. ' '
