The matron is there three hour in the
middle of the day. After that tune the
girls do their own work, and with
scant tune to rat lunch, are compelbd
to wash their dishes, and. like object-o- f

churitv. art- - allowed only Jso nim b
to eat. The night girls provide their
own lunch, nothing being left for them
excepting tea and coffee, and not al-

ways that. The old operator edinnte
the girls and then are diplced bv
them, beluW they are conieteiit to HII

the positions.
"When the company i short of help

thev put on girl who have hud but
two or three week' practice. If tint,
they keep them working two or three
months without pay. They do not get
their raise unless some inthicntial
friend ask for it for tliem. If a girl
ask for it he is more apt to get in-

sult than a praise. The relief given
the day girls i rive minutes before
and rive minutes after lunch. The
night total i not sntticient for the
work, if there is anything a little out
of the ordinary. The first of the
month thev must emplo every spare
moment doing
lompensation.
