L ,Jp ,! siiouin require, na a
neceaaary nieniis to this end. that
every student slmtihl pursue an ex- -
eeseeee line ol proTeea tonal work, that
la, work which is deaigmil to give
special insight into all edaOBttonal
questions and to prepare the itidividnal
lor intelligent and reasonable charge
of a aehiail, the history Hiid philoaophv
of iHlucntion, educational psychology',
theory nf the school, the principles of
lectmxis, chiids etndy, obeer tat roe iu
the training tebool and an intelligent
"hservation of the training school
teaching.

In this proessinnal feature of the
wo k every phase of edOOBtioO receives
extended, tin, rough, and svstctnatir
treatment the historical, I he" theoreti-
cal and the practical, lie must ac-
quire a knowledge of the fund Mnctitn!
