Kollin I.ynde llurtt delights to go
among his fellow beings ami study
them. He marks their characteristics
and their sliortcomiug-an- d

their goisl Hints,uml In- weave- - all
he learns into some of the most invit-
ing reading that gets between the
covers of the magazines. After spend-
ing weeks, months, in a state,
he presents a word picture of his im-

pressions, and the reader sees with ins
eves but without the patience and
time he took in gathering the material.
His latest studies have been among the
jieople of the gissl state of Iowa, and
in the current Atlantic appear- - the
result of his close ami quaint ohr-- , na-
tions.

Iowa is a state worth studying in
fact this may be said of most state- - ,.i
the union. Hut Iowa has been charac-t- c

riled by no eccentricities; it has
done nothing to sturtie the nation; it
has produced no great nat onal ligures.
Yet it is one of the most prosperous
if the commonwealths; a state with nit

a public debt; ustute without political
vagaries, without big cities, without
disquieting agitations. And withal its
citixens ure in u large measure typical
of the great common lolk which lorm
the backbone of tin- - republic For
these re... ,n it is interesting to -- ludv
its people, to find, if possible, the
cause of their prosperity, to know why
it differs so widely from Kansas and
Nehrasau, which touch its borders.

No other American COUBMMtWaalUl
shows today u firmer stability, a more
judicious svrenitv, a calmer conserva-
tism, says Mr. Hartt. Un breeds ol
migrant men have made the West the
hovc ter- - aid tie little-by- -

ill. ci I'.arlv Iowa invited the latter
class, not the former. The state began
most commonplace. Sensible people
merely went there and lived. They
found an expanse of 86,000 square
miles with scarcely so much as un MM
of waste land in the state.

And then edicts
were enacted und engrossed and most
engagingly disregarded. Washington
made laws for Iowa, and Iowa, in bliss-
ful oblivion of the spread-eagl- e

sovereignty of the national capital,
made some laws of its own and disre-
garded those iuude by the nation.

But the Washington authority was
bound to huve its way. It wus deter-uiinc- d

to be obeyed, io it decreed
that whatsoever tease sturdy pioneera
hud wrought and accompl islu-- should
bo solemnly rucognued and sanctioned.
II the people would not obey the law
the law must oboy the people.

them the great American deeert. Hut
later when the first plow turned the
prairie sisi there was a change. And
then a clever fellow contrived to twist

Following this a great throng poured
out across the plain. Crops flourished.
villages sprung up on every hand,
population and prosperity waxed
mightily: but there wus one hurdship

lack ol transportation, lint in I BOO,

when Iowa hud been ten years u
sovereign slate, tin- - first locomotive

rossed the Mississippi, ami rtllh that
iuwued the duy of great things. To
day the state of Iowa in fairly grid

ironed with railways which are kepi
busy moving the vast products of the
state to tllfl seaboard and IhetlCC to the
m orld ut larg--- .

At llrst the lowuns v.ere greedy and
in their haste to become wealthy they
robbed the earth of Its virtues by
paying no attention to feeding the soil
or altefneting crops. And they cried :

"What slmll wo do to be saved'.'" And
Secretun Wilson, assisted by "F'alher"
Clarkson and "Undo" Henry Wallace,
said forcibly, if in eleirantly, "Go to
gniss,'' Rddfng, "and raise cows to eat
it and make butter for the nations."
The lowaM obeyed, and subsequent
success proved the value of the advice.

This "going to grass" had a further
advantage. It outwitted the railroads.
"Despite their enormous increase in
pOPUetiofl and in wealth, the lowaus
today ship fewer car loads of freight
than they did twenty years ago; and
that is because they feed their produce
b stock and freight it nwav in thecon-dense-

form of grunting swine and
tramping cattle. " Hairy and stock
(arms bought out their neighbor, A

rigid progress of social or industrial
selection set in. "As a natural result
the whole state of lown became most
dismallv uniform in aspect and charac-
ter." This followed the admonition,
"(io to grass. " H is a matter of cur-
rent knowledge what foil wed the
further admonition, "(io to grain."

The short and simple annals of the
lowuns may be written thus; "From
prairie grass to wheat, from
Wheat to clover, from clover to
corn."

Iowa a movement toward luxury, re-ll-

Half the state is underlaid w ith coal.
Tim- - manufacturing is springing up on
every band pi add to the wealth of
agriculture. In short the state has
but one enemy, and that is the tor--
Moo, Hut somehow the people luai.age
to dodge this and keep on prospering.

Such in orief is Iowa as seen by Mr.
Hartt. To him the lowuns "are an
effect in drabs ami grays. The state
too young for qiiuintncss, too old for
romance. The people are so uniformly
respectable that they will attempt
nothing quixotic or piratical; so
prosilv conventional that if by chance
thev ilo anything unusual, they undo
it the next day." As an example of
this: The 1,000,000 people of Iowa
once elected a democratic governor,
and then tied his hands so that for his
entire term he could do nothing hut
ll)0p

The state lacks local color;
Unique traits or customs. Its
