PRIMARY BLBCTION LAW.

linear K. Q. i ' author of the
primary election law now in force in
Slinneaidi. Minnesota, ha written
to the OlSglllllBII. setting forth the law
in detail. Inasmuch a Oregon is now
considering the enactment of such a
law, Mr. Iny's article i of BBsgrJal

value :

Minneapolis. Minn., Oat, I, IDOit.

To the hditor. -- Oregon is about to
adopt a primary election law. l say
thi because when the xopic insist
upon a movement of thi kind, ami
there I something to pom! I. with the
certainty tliat such a movement has
iieen put to trial in another place, the
people are bound to secure it.

posed than the Minnesota Ihw. in Min-

nesota, and even shortly before the Inw
wa put to tet, legislators were heard
to say that it would be repealed after
it first trial.

study the .Minnesota Ian voti
will ne that thev Mre verv different
and that California select delegate
who are forced to vote a certain way
for nominees. Tne a::pfeuie court very
psjsjgsjffij held that u man' vot could
be forced. Miitnesuta ha no conven
tions, and no delegates, hach voUtr I

hi own delegate, and when carts
hia ballot ins vote is irrevocable....

The eiivuiies of tlie new law in
Minnesota claimed its laa wa uncon-
stitutional. They brought a test.
Their only claim wa that as our aoa
stitution prevented ial legislation,
the law was unconstitutional, because
it waa special legislation The di.tn, t

court upiield the law. It wa t late
for a regular sitting of the supreme
court, and the enemies ol the law
tried to ecure a special silting because
of urgent uevesMity. 1 hat matter was
argued before the supreme court, and
in the argument the ijertinuht matters
necessarily came up. The supreme
court held there wan m neeessitv, and
denied the application. Hincu the law
was to lw tried bv an eieetmu, if it
had Bees, unconstitutional, nuturallv
there would have been an urgent gga
ussitv Ilo not 1st them hi.slwiuk you
with such claims. Tin MiggMMBI law
would nol I uiicoustilutioual in any
state. .

We must register in
onler u vote si general election On
the drat registration day, each one reg-

istering I handed a ballot of each
partv. lie retire to a l.th and
marks a cross opposite the name of the
candidatea he favors. The voter can
vote but one of the ticket. The other
is discarded, although both are placed
in the box until the judge muke the
count. That i all there is to the vot-
ing. Candidates get their name on
the ballots by making an alfidavil as
i' the party to winch they belong, and
preeeutiug a petition Iroui voters t
tlie number of A per cent of the total
vote of their partv at the last el wet ion,
lor that as me position They pay I he

auditor flu, and tbalr uame is

placed on the nominating ballot, and
thev are candidate for nomination.

go to' the legislature with only one
law , and half the battle is won.
