plenty of wheat remaining on band for
another fleet a large. Exorbitant
price have lnnn paid, but mostly for
very late apriii loading. The foreign
carno demand is either entirely chocked
or is so small that the market has a
neclected appearance; as a result 1

steadilv favors the buying
class, who have tho advantage, are in-

clined to make the must of it, and,
when sales are too heavily pressed,
sellers are compelled to make conce-
ssion. In view of the depression abroad
it l natnrnl that the effects sin mid lie
eriuuly felt here, in almost tai:nant

trailing and abnormally low price.
Many of the large bolder are bravely
truggliug againat thr downward move-

ment by Withholding supplies, but
this is nut neriuiisly felt here, a all
the exporting houses have plenty of
iriain here and in the interior. If ex-
porters would pay whet wheat is actu-
al Iv worth price here iu Portland or
Tacoma would la' almnt Ml to 51c per
bushel. Walla Wnlla a beat prices are
11 noted from 53 to 5:ll,.c hlupstcm, 57c;
Valley wheat is worth whatever the
miller will pay for the same, a the
exporter is not figuring on the quality,
and could not, if he ho desired. Kast
em Oregon wheat i gniiih! into the
vallev quite freely. Thi is due to the
scarcity of valley wheat mi account of
the partial crop failure.

Wheat In San Franolieo.
Stn Francisco. Dec. 13. The market

for wheat has licen neglected, export-
ers apparently having export demand
well in hand, and not ilipoed to
operate extensively forward in the face
of weak ami lower foreign hi I vices.
Prices have not (hown much chain.''',
and large holders have not pressed
their holdings mi the market, vet offer-
ings from the weaker dealers were
mialerate, and thi class is compel led
to accept lower price.
